MACRO-ECONOMICS and economic policy
Kazakhstan, Poland sign visa-free travel, banking cooperation accords

A number of documents aimed at expanding bilateral cooperation were signed following talks between Kazakh President Nursultan Nazarbayev and his Polish counterpart, Lech Kaczynski. An agreement on visa-free travel for citizens of the two countries and an accord on cooperation between the two countries' national banks have been signed. Trade between Kazakhstan and Poland was 507m dollars last year. "This figure does not meet the potential of the two countries. "We have agreed that our countries have good opportunities for developing cooperation in fields such as transport, transit, mechanical engineering, the defence industry and agriculture," Nursultan Nazarbayev said. During the talks, the sides also discussed prospects for transporting energy resources from Central Asia to the European Union via Poland.

Kazakhstan interested in Russian Military Equipment and Technology

Kazakhstan is interested in modern military equipment and technology from Russia, Kazakhstan Today cited a Defense Ministry press release as reporting. "We are paying a lot of attention today to modern military armaments and technology, and to our great pleasure, I can say that all of our questions have been answered positively," Kazakhstan’s Defense Minister Daniyal Akhmetov said on Friday during a briefing in Moscow, following negotiations with Russian Defense Minister Anatoly Serdyukov. Mr. Akhmetov noticed, "The RK Defense Ministry will deepen cooperation with its Russian colleagues, especially in education and the modernization of the army". Serdyukov added that both ministers have found understanding and could bring the both countries cooperation in the military sector to a much higher.

President Nazarbayev met with young scientists and researchers from different regions to discuss the problems of science. 

The strategic goal of the nation is to become a “knowledge-based economy”. Thus, human resources and innovation will receive a primary focus as financial support for science will reach 2% to GDP by the year 2010. “We have to make a breakthrough in the science and innovation sphere and become one of the leaders in this field in Eurasia”, said President. To reach this goal, state will consider new ways to support for young scientists, reform the management system for science, review the system of training of scientists, launch program for repatriation of Kazakhstan scientists from abroad, and reform the Bolashak scholarship program. The president announced the launch of strategic campaign of bringing Kazakhstan and foreign scientists to work in Kazakhstan. He stated that government should develop socially and financially attractive programs for inviting scientists, working abroad, to work in RD centers in Kazakhstan.

Rick Rudolph, Marketing and Admissions Manager for the RSM Erasmus University met with Roza Zainutdinova, Commercial Officer and Nico Brinkman, Deputy Head of Economic and Commercial Section at the Embassy of the Netherlands in Almaty. The Embassy confirmed that industry, which employs 30% of the work-force, is supported by Kazakhstan's significant reserves of oil, gas, coal, aluminium, chromium, lead, copper, gold and zinc. Kazakh leader wants Russia to take part in Poland-bound oil project

Kazakhstan would like to see the Odessa-Brody pipeline to be extended to Poland's Gdansk and offers to invite Russia to be involved in talks on the project, President Nursultan Nazarbayev said. "By 2012-2014 Kazakhstan will become a major exporter of oil to international markets. But the projected twofold increase in oil extraction by 2012-2015 is making us seek new ways (of transporting it). And the Odessa-Brody-Gdansk project would be a good alternative for us," Nazarbayev said at a joint news conference in Astana today following his talks with Polish President Lech Kaczynski. "I would like to emphasize that we are interested in this. And Russia's relevant structures must be necessarily invited to the negotiation process," he said. "It's not a political, but an economic issue, because excess oil would be transported from Kazakhstan through Russia," he said. "There has been no railway running through the Caucasus so far. It is necessary be build it. A terminal must be built in Supsa and in Batumi. So, how could we transport Kazakh oil? By increasing the throughput capacity of the CPC north-Caspian pipeline," the Kazakh president said. "Therefore, we must take this issue seriously. If we do this, then by 2011-2012 we will definitely put first oil through the oil pipeline (Odessa-Brody-Gdansk)" Nazarbayev said.

Currently Kazakhstan exports its hydrocarbons through the Atyrau-Samara and Tengiz-Novorossiysk oil pipelines in the system of the KTK in the Russian direction, and through the Atasu-Alashankou pipeline in the Chinese direction. Apart from this, Kazakhstan joined the Baku-Tbilisi-Ceyhan project in 2006. At the same time, Nazarbayev told the news conference that "Kazakh companies would like to buy oil refineries in Poland and to build a pipeline jointly, and to make investments and to have equity". "This would be a sign of mutual trust and would encourage our companies to go there with their own oil, to have it refined and sell it further in Europe," Nazarbayev emphasized.

The Odessa-Brody trunk pipeline was built in 2001 to transport Caspian oil. It has been in disuse for many years. In June 2004 the Ukrainian government allowed the pipeline to be used in the reverse mode to ship Russian oil. Meanwhile, Ukraine and Poland plan to finish the construction of the pipeline, extending it to the Polish towns of Plock and Gdansk. European countries and Ukraine hope Kazakhstan will join the project and, in the future, supply its oil to the pipeline and thus make the project economically expedient.

Ukraine wants to extend the pipeline some 490 kilometres to Plock and pump Caspian oil through it towards Europe. To implement this project Ukrtransnafta and Poland's oil pipeline monopoly Przedsiebiorstwo Eksploatacji Rurociagow Naftowych Przyjazn S.A. formed a joint venture, Sarmatia, in July 2004.
Russia, Kazakhstan may build nuclear plant in Aktau

Russia and Kazakhstan are discussing plans to build a nuclear power plant in Aktau (the administrative centre of Mangistau Region in the west of the country). "It will be a nuclear power plant equipped with a third-generation modular reactor using technologies that are characteristic of reactors installed in nuclear submarines". Kiriyenko, however, declined to clarify the timescales for building the nuclear power plant. He said the facility will be built in Aktau because the town has all the necessary infrastructure and personnel. "Kazakhstan is our strategic partner in this area," he said. Kazakhstan is the second largest uranium producer in the world, while Russia ranks first in terms of its potential in this field, Kiriyenko said. "Integration will help bolster our positions on the global market," he said.

Kazakhstan wants to increase Atyrau-Samara pipelines' throughput capacity

Kazakhstan is offering to increase the transit of oil along the Atyrau-Samara pipeline to 20-25m tonnes per year. "Kazakhstan suggests discussing this issue in the very near future," a source in the Russian delegation visiting Kazakhstan, led by Russian Prime Minister Mikhail Fradkov, has told journalists. Russia backs the proposal, however Kazakhstan is proposing to expand the Caspian Pipeline Consortium (CPC) pipeline simultaneously, the source said. "If this is expanded, all the oil will go through the [Turkish straits of] Bosporus and Dardanelles, and they are overloaded as it is," the source said. The source said that was why Russia wanted to discuss the possible expansion of the CPC pipeline system in the context of the Burgas-Alexandroupolis oil pipeline project [which will go from Bulgarian port of Burgas to Alexandroupolis bypassing the Turkish straits]. At the same time, the source said that in accordance with a protocol on amendments to the 2002 bilateral agreement on oil transit, which Fradkov signed today, fixed volumes apply to specific routes for the transit of Kazakh oil across Russian territory, and these are entered into the fuel balance of the two countries for five years. The source said the protocol applies to the Atyrau-Samara pipeline and that the fixed transit volume in this case was 15m tonnes per year.

KZT 1.8 billion Needed for Energy Modernization

A roundtable devoted to acute problems being experienced in the development of the Almaty city energy system was organized by the Consumer League of Kazakhstan. Public figures, representatives from government agencies and parliament members attended the session. Participants communicated that the energy problems that are now being experienced in Almaty are a good barometer for the nation as a whole. The growth of electricity consumption in Kazakhstan is now at 5-6% a year, which means that the country consumes over 75 billion kilowatt hours at the present time. Thereforу in as little as two years, the nation will likely face an electricity deficit if adequate measures to restructure the industry are not taken now. The Chairman of the Board at the Kazakhstan Electricity Association, Kanat Bozumbayev said, "As a whole, by 2015, we have to invest close to KZT 1.8 trillion into the modernization of current power production facilities, building new power plants, and even into the support of current capacity, in order to meet growing electricity consumption." The government has already put together a working group that is preparing an action plan to improve the situation by 2015, according to Khabar. 
Azeri, Kazakh ministers discuss Baku-Ceyhan oil pipeline

A meeting between Azerbaijani Economic Development Minister Heydar Babayev and Kazakh Minister of Energy and Mineral Resources Baktykozha Izmukhambetov has taken place in Baku. The issue of Kazakhstan joining the Baku-Tbilisi-Ceyhan oil pipeline was raised at the meeting, the press service of the Economic Development Ministry said. The two ministers noted the oil pipeline's big role in the development of the region. They expressed their consent with opinions voiced earlier about the increase the transportation of oil products, the construction of special terminals and development of infrastructure of gulfs. Moreover, the sides exchanged opinions on the issues that will be raised at the session of the Kazakhstan-Azerbaijan intergovernmental commission on economic cooperation scheduled for August 2007 in Astana.
Five Countries agree on Pan-European Oil Pipeline

The Energy Ministers of Romania, Serbia, Slovenia, Italy and Croatia along with representatives from the European Commission, have signed a declaration on the construction of a Pan-European pipeline in Zagreb, which is expected to connect the Romanian Black Sea port of Constanza with the Italian city - Triest located on the Adriatic Sea coast. The 1,310 km oil pipeline will supply crude oil from Caspian region states such as Azerbaijan, Turkmenistan, and Kazakhstan to Central and Western Europe bypassing the Bosphorous, where the oil tankers now often encounter long waiting times. The cost of the construction is estimated at $2.-3.5 billion. It is intended that its maximum capacity will be up to 90 million tons of crude oil per year. The completion of construction is not expected before 2011.
In January – March 2007 production of oil and gas condensate in the country has surpassed the figures for last year’s same period by 10.8%. The production equaled to 16.608 mln.tones.

In January – March 2007 the production of gas in Kazakhstan was 7.249 bln.cubic meters which is 17.8% higher than in the same period last year. Production of gas in Kazakhstan, January - March 200700.511.522.53JanuaryFebruaryMarchbln.cubic meters natural gas. The shipment of oil through the CPC has been increased by 13.2% in the first three months of 2007. The shipment of oil through the pipeline was 8.2 mln.tons in comparison to 7.2 tons in the same period last year. Kazakhstan has an urgent need to modernize and expand its electricity generation capacities. As economy grows fast, energy consumption is increasing by 5-6% annually. 
CHINA-KAZAKH-PIPELINE

China to begin building second west to east gas pipeline in 2008

China National Petroleum Corp. (CNPC) is to start building a second west-east natural gas pipeline next year. The new pipeline will run 6,500 kilometres from northwest China's gas-rich Xinjiang to the populous southern province of Guangdong, carrying 30bn cubic meters of gas a year. CNPC would start by laying a pipeline in Xinjiang in August or September next year and the project would be completed in 2010. Between Xinjiang and Gansu, the new pipeline would run parallel with the country's first west-east gas pipeline, which went into commercial operation at the end of 2004, extending 4,000 kilometres from the Tarim Basin of Xinjiang and Shanghai. Branch lines would also be built to connect the two west-east pipelines and gas fields, forming a natural gas network to cover the country.

The project, involving 20,000 kilometres of pipelines, would cost 100bn yuan, Zhao Zhiming, secretary general of the China Petroleum and Petrochemical Equipment Industry Association, was quoted as saying. China Petroleum and Chemical Corp. (Sinopec) was likely to participate because its Puguang gas field in southwest China's Sichuan Basin would be part of the network, said Zhao. The network would probably be connected with a natural gas pipeline between China and Kazakhstan.

The first phase of the cross-border project would be completed in 2009 with a capacity of 10bn cubic meters a year and the remainder would be finished in 2012, increasing capacity by 30bn cubic meters. The Xinjiang-Guangdong project was expected to rejuvenate CNPC's manufacturing unit and bring opportunities for Chinese and foreign companies that make compressors, valves and steel products, said Zhao. CNPC had plans to raise the sales revenues of its manufacturing unit to 26bn

yuan by 2010 period.

JAPAN-KAZAKH-URANIUM 

"Big" Japanese delegation to visit Kazakhstan to secure uranium supply

Japan will send a big delegation of around 100 government officials and businesspeople to Kazakhstan on April 29-30 in a bid to secure uranium supply amid an intensifying global race for the key nuclear fuel. The delegation, which Economy, Trade and Industry Minister Akira Amari has touted as "unprecedented in size," is designed for Japan to counter China and India, which have exploited their top leaders' visits to resource-rich nations to help secure their energy supplies. The delegation, headed by Amari, will fly to the Kazakh capital of Astana by chartered jet. Top representatives from about 30 power utilities, trading houses and manufacturers will sign contracts with state-run companies and other parties in Kazakhstan for around 20 nuclear energy deals including Japanese investment in Kazakh uranium mines. "The global race for uranium supplies has become fiercer than that for oil or natural gas," an industry source said. As oil price hikes have boosted thermal power generation costs and as oil consumption contributes to global warming, promotion of nuclear power generation has gained momentum in many countries.

With China and India each planning to build 20 nuclear reactors, uranium prices have shot up 12-fold over the past seven years. Japan is focusing attention on Kazakhstan, which boasts the world’s second largest uranium deposits but accounts for only 1 per cent of Japan's uranium imports. In August last year, then Prime Minister Junichiro Koizumi became the first Japanese premier to visit Kazakhstan and agreed with Kazakh leaders on cooperation to develop Kazakh uranium mines. Among Japanese firms, Kansai Electric Power Co. and trading house Sumitomo Corp. are planning to start uranium test production in Kazakhstan within this year.

Although China and South Korea approached Kazakhstan regarding uranium supplies before Japan, a senior official at the Ministry of Economy, Trade and Industry indicated that Japan could fully secure uranium supplies from Kazakhstan by offering advanced nuclear technologies. "Japan is one of the world's main players in nuclear power generation," the official said. Japan is the third largest nuclear power generator after the United States and France. Toshiba Corp. and other Japanese firms lead the world’s three major groups for building nuclear reactors. Through the coming visit to Kazakhstan, Japanese firms plan to offer light-water nuclear reactor, uranium processing and other nuclear

technologies in exchange for Kazakh uranium supplies, industry sources said. Japan will seek to increase imports from Kazakhstan to one-third of its total uranium imports, they said. At present, Australia accounts for one-third of Japan's total uranium imports.

Astana and Almaty Airports pursuing 3rd Category ICAO Certification


The Astana and Almaty airports will receive certificates from the International Aviation Committee (IAC) of the CIS, which will provide them with 3rd category International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO) certfication, IAC Chairman Tatyana Anodina. “The IAC and the Ministry of Transport are getting prepared to sign a mutual agreement on the certification of Astana and Almaty aerodromes for ICAO 3rd category,” she said. She added that presently, the certification procedure for the Astana aerodrome is being completed. The most modern and complex equipment is being installed at the aerodrome, which will allow for receiving all types of air vessels in nearly all weather conditions. The Astana and Almaty airports are now being equipped with radio-engineering, lighting, and meteorological devices, including modern emergency systems.

Almaty International Airport to invest $100 Million into New Terminal

The International Airport of Almaty intends to start the construction of the first section of a new terminal at the cost of $100 million. The designer of the project is the French ADPI company. Under this project, the new terminal will serve 1.5 thousand passengers per hour. The construction of the first 32,000 square meter section, with 8 telescopical ladder and a capacity of 2 million passengers per year will be finished by late 2008, and the second 55,000 square meter section with 24 telescopical ladder and 4 million passenger throughput capacity a year will be done in 2014. The ‘Airport City’ infrastructure will be built on an adjacent territory, including the Marriot Hotel, conference-halls, a business center, an expo-center and cinemas. The current terminal at the Almaty airport will then serve only domestic air flights. The Almaty administration is also beginning to build another 10 km road leading to the airport, planned for completion by the end of 2007, according to RZHD-Partner.

Road Network to connect China with Oil-rich Nations

Centuries after it disintegrated with the decline of the Mongol empire and the rise of sea power, the old Silk Road will be reinvented in a network of highways and arteries linking the remote desert of northwest China with cities in Europe, the Middle East and Russia. China on Friday unveiled plans to build thousands of kilometers of roads to create a network that would broadly follow the ancient route linking old trading hubs such as Samarkand in Uzbekistan and Merv in Turkmenistan. The vast transport system is a crucial element in Beijing's strategy to tighten trade links with the oil and gas-rich countries of central Asia. The longest new motorway, Asian Highway One, will stretch more than 5,000km from Urumqi in China's northwest region of Xinjiang to Istanbul in Turkey, the Xinhua news agency said. Once completed in 2010, its route will take it through areas rich with untapped resources, including Tashkent, the capital of Uzbekistan, and Mashhad in Iran. Eleven other roads will link Xinjiang to Russia, Kazakhstan, Tajikistan and Pakistan, the report said, citing the transportation department of Xinjiang. The plan is part of an ambitious road map for Asia drawn up two years ago by China, Japan and 30 other nations. That 140,788km network of motorways, bridges and ferry routes will connect the trans-European landmass as never before -- surpassing the old Silk Road. China is at the heart of the network. In addition to existing roads, it is building more than 15,000 km of new highways. The primary motivation will boost trade with neighboring countries and raise living standards in the far west. 

Kazakhstan to guarantee 10 Million Tons of Cargo through New Railroad


Kazakhstan will guarantee at least 10 million tons of cargo for a new railway line that is under construction across the Caucasus and into Turkey. This fact, the Kazakhstani minister said, would be a major vote of confidence for the cargo route. During his visit to the Georgian capital of Tbilisi, Transport and Communications Minister Serik Akhmetov stated, "It is possible that a significantly large cargo could be attracted (to the railway), since we are working actively with China...to open a second gate to the East". 
Construction for the new railroad is expected to start in June for US $600 m (€462 m). The railway line will link the eastern Turkish city of Kars with Baku on the Caspian Sea. It will go through the Georgian town of Akhalkalaki and the capital -Tbilisi. The railroad is one of several projects to link Azerbaijan and Central Asia with Turkey and European markets while bypassing Russia. An oil pipeline from Baku through Georgia and on to the Turkish Mediterranean port of Ceyhan was opened last year, and a gas line along a similar route in the works.

MAHB to operate Kazakhstan airport

Malaysia Airports Holdings Bhd (MAHB) has clinched a 10-year deal to manage, operate and maintain the International Airport Astana in Kazakhstan, it announced on April 2. MAHB said its unit Malaysia Airports Management & Technical Services (Labuan) Pte had entered into a trust management agreement with the Department of Finance at the Astana Akimat for the transfer of the entire state shareholding in the Astana International Airport under entrusted management to MAMTS(L). MAHB said it would leverage its vast experience in the outsourcing and offering of airport management services in the industry and expertise in international quality to manage, operate and maintain the Astana International Airport. It said that the agreement should remain in force for 10 years, and could be extended for another 10 years. According to MAHB, MAMTS(L) would be paid a maximum of 50% of the dividends announced bi-annually, and the percentage of the dividend would depend solely on the ratings achieved by MAMSTL based on a set of key performance indicators. The indicators are the number of passengers, service standards, total revenue per passenger and total operating costs per passenger. MAHB said the agreement is not expected to impact the group's financial year ending December 31, 2007, but would contribute positively to the future earnings of the group and company, according to the Edge Daily.
Kazakhstan beckons Malaysian Road Builders

Kazakhstan has allocated $10 billion (RM34.5 billion) from 2006 to 2012 to construct toll highways, and Malaysian contractors have been invited to participate in tenders for turnkey projects. "We look forward to seeking potential partners to construct toll-roads in our country. There's a construction boom going on in our country, and unfortunately, there are not enough local contractors to take on big projects," Managing Partner at the World Construction Company (WCC), Rifkat Azimov said. WCC is one of the largest local contractors in Kazakhstan. There are five major roads in Kazakhstan that are scheduled to be upgraded due to congestion. 
One particular route that was highlighted by Azimov is the planned 2,200 km South-West Highway. This freeway runs through Kazakhstan from Uralsk city in the west to Horgos city in the east. "The construction cost is estimated at $2.2 billion (RM 7.59 billion) and it is divided into three packages. It will be funded by the government on a turnkey basis with a toll collection," WCC Managing Partner, Zarina Arslanova said. "The first package stretches 1,239 km from Korabutok to Shymkent, the second runs 617 km from Shymkent to Tashkent and the third is 315 km from Almaty to Horgos," she added. Azimov and Arslanova were speaking to Business Times during their four-day visit to Kuala Lumpur to meet with major players in Malaysia's construction industry. Patrick Wong, the president of the Master Builders Association of Malaysia was also present at the interview. Firms that have held discussions with WCC include WCT Engineering Bhd, Gamuda Bhd, Sunway Group, Crest Builder Holdings Bhd, Ahmad Zaki Resources Bhd, Bina Puri Holdings Bhd, Malaysian Resources Corp Bhd and Prinsiptek Corp Bhd. "Kazakhstan's South-West Highway is about 2.5 times the size of our North-South Expressway. 
Ministry of Transport and Communications discusses Summer Tourist Season

The Ministry of Transport and Communications conducted a conference for discussing the summer tourist season, which resulted in eight domestic airlines signing a memorandum of cooperation. According to the document that was adopted, national air carriers will create new roundtrip routes to promptly transport passengers to and from popular tourism destinations. The memo also stipulated that the air companies should include in the packages, hotel accommodation, meals and the payment of compensation in the event of delays. Minister of Transport and Communications Serik Akhmetov said, "As the minister, I will be monitoring the operation of our airlines, and I will also give instructions to civil aviation companies so that flight scheduling and regulation can be better controlled. If a company is a well-established business, we will be using its services on a regular basis." In addition, leading airports will offer special discounts for tourist travel flights carried out by Kazakhstani airlines - and Customs Services, together with the border control, will consider the possibility of easing departures and arrivals for citizens of Kazakhstan.
Kazmortransflot opens new Navigation Season


Kazmortransflot has announced its 4th shipping season for the transportation of stone for the construction of artificial islands on the Caspian Sea shelf, as part of the Northern Caspian project, according to Interfax-Kazakhstan, citing a company press release. The company’s operation is being conducted in accordance with an agreement between KMTF and Enka Inshaat ve Sanaii that was closed on May 13, 2005. This agreement was signed between the companies for transporting construction materials from the Bautino port on the Caspian coast to the northeastern part of the Kazakhstani sector of the Caspian Sea. The upcoming shipping season will involved the use of 3 towboats and 8 barges. The company’s ships are expected to carry 1.7 million tons of construction materials during this time. KMTF has said that it plans to purchase 2 trunk towage vehicles, tug and tow vehicles for engaging in shipping operations, as well as a unique research ship for forecasting and preventing ecological problems on the Caspian Sea.
