Kazakhstan legalizes over US $5 Billion in Property

Kazakhstan has legalized KZT 644 billion, or US $5.3 billion in property, the Chairman of the Tax Committee under the Finance Ministry, Nurlan Rakhmetov said during an electronic government meeting. 
According to the Ministry of Justice, on July 26, more than 1.5 million legalization applications for immobile property have been received. Over 1.4 million units of property, including 1.3 million inhabited structures; and 414,000 uninhabited have been legalized. The law on the legalization of capital was adopted in June 2006, and amnesty was initially scheduled to end on December 31, 2007. Last September however, upon the initiative of President Nazarbayev the parliament prolonged the process until April 1, 2007, and the deadline was then lengthened once again to August 1, 2007. The deadline for registering property rights has been set at November 1.

Kazakhstan's Economy grows 10.2%

Real GDP in Kazakhstan grew by an estimated 10.2% year-on-year in the first half of 2007, Berdybek Saparbayev, deputy minister for economics and budget planning, said at a cabinet meeting on. 
Saparbayev said that primary commodity export sectors generated an estimated 13% of that growth, sectors that focus on the domestic market - 33%, infrastructure sectors - 12%, trade - 13% and other service sectors - 29%. The share of primary commodity export sectors in GDP is on the decrease, while the share of trade and infrastructure is increasing, he said.

Presidents says increase GDP 1.5 Times


By 2012, national GDP should be increased by 1.5 times, President Nazarbayev said at the opening of the first parliament. “We should apply every effort to increase of GDP by 1.5 times and reach a per capita GDP of $13,000,” he said.
Gap growing between Rich and Poor in Asia – but Not in Kazakhstan

The gap between rich and poor in China and other Asian countries has widened as economies have boomed, research suggests. The Asian Development Bank found the wealth inequity widened substantially in China than other countries except Nepal, the BBC reported. Other countries with widening gaps include India, Cambodia and Sri Lanka. 
The ADB, based in Mandaluyong, Philippines, said the main reason for the increased chasm in recent years was the discrepancy in investment that favored urban over rural areas. 
Relative inequality, measured as the change in proportionate differences in income between the richest and poorest, rose in 15 countries studied since the early 1990s, according to the bank. Only six countries - Indonesia, Mongolia, Malaysia, Kazakhstan, Armenia and Thailand - showed the gap closing. 
"In a region as dynamic and vibrant as developing Asia, low growth in incomes of the poor is reflective of weakness in the pattern of growth," said Ifzal Ali, ADB's chief economist. 
Governments in countries with a wider rich-poor gap must ensure employment opportunities are more widely available, the ADB said. Officials also must be sure health and education programs were implemented in a manner that did not destabilize the overall economy.
Prime Minster delineates Economic Development Goals

Prime Minister Karim Massimov has established a number of priority economic development goals to be achieved in the near future. “We should not only provide for high rates of economic development, but also stable and qualitative growth. This means the development of competitive enterprises and economic growth in every region of the state,” Mr. Massimov stated at a government session on Tuesday. 
“I have traveled to all regions of our country, met with the akims, public officers and administrators of various enterprises. Our criteria for evaluating economic development should be reviewed”. 
“The government and state agencies should engage in structural reforms, in order to improve the economic climate and create conditions for increasing labor productivity,” the Premier noted.

Kazakhstan threatens to revise Eni Kashagan Deal

Kazakhstan may revise Eni SpA's contract to develop part of the massive Kashagan oil field in the Caspian Sea after the Italian oil company last week said it would delay the start of production by another two years, Prime Minister Karim Massimov said. Now that Eni has said it will postpone production until 2010, 'we are reviewing how to change the entire contract,' Interfax quoted Massimov as telling a government conference in Astana. 'Our action will be adequate.' No one was immediately available for comment at Eni. 
Eni is the operator of Kashagan with an about 19 percent stake. 
In February, the Italian company estimated capital expenditure to achieve first oil extraction from the field 
at US $19 billion. It also estimated initial output at 300,000 barrels of oil equivalent a day, with peak daily production reaching more than 1.5 million barrels per day within nine years.

Kazakhstan stepping-up pressure over Kashagan

On Monday August 20, the government of Kazakhstan and Agip KCO began negotiating the conditions of the cost overruns and delays in commercial production of the giant Kashagan oil field. The goal of the negotiation that could take several weeks is the review of the production sharing agreement that was signed almost ten years ago in November of 2007. It is the second time Agip KCO announced that it could not fulfill the conditions of the PSA - this time, however, it is widely expected that the consortium will have to pay a heavier price than the $150 million in fine it was forced to pay in 2004 when the first delay in production became public. This time, it is reported, the authorities are determined to put the consortium under significant pressure and aim to seek not only a fine and a bigger share of the revenues but may also demand a new operator of the project or introduce the Kazakh national oil company KazMunaiGas as a cooperator.

China, Kazakhstan agree to link Pipe to Caspian

China and Kazakhstan agreed Saturday to expand an oil pipeline that will link China to the Caspian Sea, giving Beijing direct access to an energy-rich region controlled by Kazakhstan. 
China has become increasingly assertive in Central Asia, viewing neighboring Kazakhstan as a key source for raw materials. Chinese President Hu Jintao, while in Kazakhstan on a state visit, agreed with President Nursultan Nazarbayev to expand the Atasu-Alashankou pipeline by 700 kilometers westward, to link it to the Caspian Sea, home to many Kazakhstani oil and gas deposits. 
"These are really big projects, and today we reached agreements on these matters," Nazarbayev told reporters alongside Hu in the capital, Astana, after signing agreements on cooperation in energy, metals and other sectors. Hu and Nazarbayev also agreed to route a proposed new gas pipeline from Turkmenistan to China through Kazakhstan, embedding Kazakhstan as a transit nation after months of talks. 
The pipeline is due to be built by 2009 and pump 30 billion cubic meters of gas to China. 
The agreement signed by Hu and Nazarbayev followed last month's agreement between China and Turkmenistan on a 30-year gas contract. China and Turkmenistan had already agreed to build the pipeline, but gas prices had not been determined. Turkmenistan's natural gas reserves of 2.8 trillion cubic meters, the second biggest among all ex-Soviet republics after Russia, are a major prize in the region. 
But Turkmenistan has been forced to export its gas through Russia and Ukraine, with their own gas companies that have squeezed out their smaller rival. Turkmenistan is eager to break free from Russia's influence and sees exports to China as one solution. The existing $800 million, 966-kilometer oil pipeline, from Atasu in Kazakhstan to Alashankou in China, is part of Beijing's plan to strengthen energy supplies through more long-term contracts from oil producers. China sees its expansion as a step toward entrenching itself in Central Asia, where energy trade is dominated by Russia and most of the pipeline infrastructure sends Caspian oil and gas west to Europe rather than east to the growing Chinese market. Kazakhstan has been careful to pursue equally pragmatic contacts in both directions. "We are strengthening our eastern direction but that does not mean we are weakening our western direction," Uzakbai Karabalin, president of KazMunayGas, told reporters after the Hu-Nazarbayev meeting. He said the Caspian extension could be built as soon as 2009 but did not say how much it might cost. Analysts say the pipeline can send China 5 million tons of Kazakhstani oil per year and could be expanded to supply four times as much. As for the Turkmen project, Karabalin said the Kazakhstani part of the pipeline, which will run through the south of the country, was also likely to be completed by 2009.
Arawak Energy discovers Oil in Atyrau Oblast

The Canadian Arawak Energy Corporation has announced that it has discovered oil at exploration well No 50 in a newly researched area in the southern section of the Besbolek block. Arawak is the sole owner of the Besbolek block, Interfax-Kazakhstan reported. The company has stated that according to preliminary forecasts, the Besbolek field’s reserves could be increased by 3.6 million barrels. It added that its total reserves will be confirmed following the drilling of additional wells and after auditors re-inspect the data the company has collected by the end of 2007. As of the end of 2006, Besbolek block was thought to hold 5.8 million barrels of oil. The company has 28.2 million barrels of proven and forecasted reserves in Kazakhstan as a whole. 
Arawak Energy Corporation is a company registered in Canada, Russia and Azerbaijan.

Shymkent Oil Refinery starts Modernization

The Shymkent Oil Refinery, (a facility owned by PetroKazakhstan) plans to launch the industrial modernization of its equipment this fall. “Currently, the modernization project is being agreed upon with KMG. I believe that in the fall, we will start, and we will finish it within three years,” Sergei Pilipenko, the PKOP production engineer said. The East-Chinese Project Institute under CNPC had developed a preliminary feasibility report for the reconstruction of Shymkent Oil Refinery which will allow for deepening the level of oil processing and improve the quality of products. “The purpose of the modernization of the oil refinery is to implement effective and the most advanced contemporary technologies for oil processing, particularly, oil with high hydrogen sulfide content. The project will allow for increasing the quality of the oil and other oil products produced, including benzene diesel fuel, according to Euro-3 international standards,” a source at the company said. 
The overall investments into the modernisation are projected at $462,882 million, annual income from production will reach $259.04 million, and annual revenue on average will reach $96.8 million. 
The PKOP processes annually nearly 4 million tons of oil on average. From this amount 3-3.5 million tons of the oil comes from Kumkol, and 0.5-1 million -from Western Siberia.. 

Kazakhstan orders Eni SpA to halt Work on Biggest Field I
 
Kazakhstan ordered Eni SpA to halt work at the world's biggest oil discovery in 30 years, as the Central Asian country follows Russia's lead in seeking greater control over its natural resources. 
The Eni-led Kashagan development was suspended for at least three months because of ``environmental violations,'' Environment Minister Nurlan Iskakov said on state television today. Kazakhstani officials also told Eni to halt construction of a refinery for allegedly violating safety rules and opened a criminal probe into alleged customs violations by an Eni unit. 
``This is an attempt to replicate Russia's success with Sakhalin-2,'' said Dmitry Loukashov, an oil and gas analyst at Alfa Bank in Moscow. Russia's environmental watchdog threatened to derail Royal Dutch Shell Plc's $22 billion Sakhalin-2 venture before the Hague-based company agreed to cede control to state- run gas exporter OAO Gazprom in December. 
Kashagan holds 12 billion barrels of recoverable crude, enough to supply the US for 19 months, according to the Kazakhstani Energy Ministry. Setbacks have pushed the total cost of the project to $136 billion, more than double earlier estimates, according to the government. 
Eni officials will hold ``friendly'' talks with Kazakhstani authorities today, a Rome-based spokeswoman for the company said by phone, declining to comment on the suspension or alleged violations. Chief Executive Officer Paolo Scaroni said last week that he would fly to Kazakhstan for talks in September, followed by Italian Prime Minister Romano Prodi in October. 
International oil companies including Shell and Eni are being forced to renegotiate exploration contracts with resource- rich countries that demand larger profits from surging oil prices. Kazakhstani officials last week demanded that Eni, Europe's fourth-biggest oil producer, give the country a greater share of the profit from Kashagan or risk losing control of the field. Eni and bigger rivals Exxon Mobil Corp., Total SA and Shell all hold 18.5 percent of Kashagan, while ConocoPhillips has 9.3 percent. Kazakhstan's national oil company, KazMunayGas, and Japan's Inpex Corp. each own 8.3 percent. Eni said in February that production at the field would start two years behind schedule and that costs for the first phase would almost double to $19 billion. The company attributed the delay and higher cost in part to the need to meet environmental standards. Eni had planned to start commercial production at Kashagan in the third quarter of 2010, with output eventually reaching 1.5 million barrels a day. Kazakhstani officials said last month the government wants to amend the exploration contract with Eni and its partners to increase its share of profit to 40 percent from 10 percent. 
``Eni will probably have to give up some of its expected earnings from the project,'' said Patrizio Pazzaglia, who helps manage $400 million at Bank Insinger de Beaufort NV in Rome. 
The government also halted construction of a refinery that Eni's Agip KCO unit is building to process Kashagan oil. ``Gross violations'' of the fire code were uncovered at the construction site today, the Emergency Ministry said in a statement. The ministry asked a court to uphold its ruling within three days. 
``Actions by officials of this Agip KCO branch included crimes'' that cost the state budget $2.5 million, the customs department of the Finance Ministry said in the statement. 
Separately, the government said Energy Minister Baktykozha Izmukhambetov resigned and ``will transfer to another job.'' Prime Minister Karim Masimov named Sauat Mynbayev, the former head of state holding company Samruk, as Izmukhambetov's replacement, the government said on its Web site, without elaborating on the shuffle.
Prodi planning Meeting on Kashagan II

Italian Prime Minister, Romano Prodi said he was planning a trip to meet leaders of Kazakhstan, where he would seek an agreement to allow Eni SpA to continue its work on the Kashagan field, the largest oil discovery in 30 years. "There are some unforeseen technical difficulties, but we will work specifically on these to find an agreement," Prodi said Thursday in Novellara, Italy. His comments, which were reported by the Italian news agency - ANSA, were confirmed by his spokesman, Silvio Sircana. "I'm preparing this trip with extreme care, not only with Eni's management, but also at the political level," Prodi said. On Tuesday, Kazakhstan's government, which has accused Eni of environmental violations, demanded that the company cede a bigger stake in the Kashagan project to the Kazakhstani state, or face the prospect of having its work halted. 
Kazakhstan said July 30 that costs at the Kashagan project had more than doubled to $136 billion, prompting the government to consider revising the Italian company's contract. Prodi's trip is planned for the first half of October, though no specific date has been set, Sircana said.

7th Asian Winter Games needs $700 Million

The construction and reconstruction of sports facilities in Almaty designed for the 7th Asian Winter Games requires an investment of $726 million, said Minister of Tourism and Sports, Temirkhan Dosmukhametov. 
“We have requested the head of the state to allocate $726 million from the national budget,” he stated on August 15 during a government meeting in Astana. The minister added that the request was “tentatively approved.” The minister said that the funds would be used to build a unique 15,000 seat Palace of Sports, diving, biathlon and skiing stadium, and for the reconstruction of the Baluan Sholak Palace of Sports, the Medeu Sport Complex and the Central Stadium. The ministry plans to attract local investors for these projects. 
Mr. Dosmukhambetov said that sites for the construction of certain facilities have not been picked as of yet. “Physically there are sites, but I am afraid that they have been bought out already and hence are private property. If we do not resolve the problem with territory allocation, and start the construction by the end of the year, we will not be able to complete it on time,” he said.
New Medical Facilities opening in Astana

"7 new medical facilities will be commissioned in Astana by Capital Day in 2008," Health Minister Anatoly Dernovoi reported at a meeting of the State Commission on the Development and Construction of Astana, chaired by PM Karim Massimov. The ministry has been monitoring the construction of healthcare facilities as part of the establishment of a national medical cluster. “These facilities include a maternity and childhood center designated for 600 beds, a national 300 bed children’s rehabilitation center, a diagnostics center, an emergency call service, a research surgical center, a residential building for the medical professionals, and a cardiac surgery center,” the Minister said. The prime minister also drew attention to low pace of construction and delays in delivery of medical supplies.
Ascott secures 2 Management Contracts in Kazakhstan

The Ascott Group has secured ten-year contracts to manage two serviced residences in Kazakhstan, which will allow the company to tap into a growing demand in Central Asia. 
Kazakhstan is geographically part of Central Asia but with its strong affiliation and proximity to Europe, the oil-rich country falls under Ascott's Europe strategy. The serviced residences operator is confident the venture will boost its operations in Europe, citing strong travel culture among Europeans. Ascott said Kazakhstan is an untapped serviced residences market with less than 2,000 international hotel rooms in the country. 
The Ascott Group will be the first international player and will manage some 320 units targeted to be opened by the first half of 2009. Two hundred units will be in the capital city of Astana, near an integrated centre developed by Ascott's partner Tsesna Corporation. 
Another 120 units will be in the port city of Aktau, near the Caspian Sea. The two serviced residences will be named Ascott Astana and Citadines Aktau. 
Gerald Lee, CEO for Europe at The Ascott Group, said: "Going forward, we'd be looking at cities like Almaty and Atyrau. We are planning to add two projects a year, at least over the next few years. 
"On average, each of these properties should be around 100 to 150 units. Once we are more familiar with the market, we'd consider taking an equity stake in some of these projects as well," he said.

Marriott Executive Apartments opening in Atyrau

Marriott will launch its deluxe serviced apartment brand, Marriott Executive Apartments (MEA), in Kazakhstan later this year under a management agreement with CP Residential Atyrau LLC, an affiliate of Capital Partners. 
The 21-story, 160-unit property will be located on Satpaeva Street in Atyrau, and will be one the first  internationally branded serviced apartments in the city. It will be the anchor of a 19,000-square meter, mixed-use project that will also feature 230 square meters of office space and 1,450 square meters of retail and food and beverage outlets. 
The Renaissance Atyrau Hotel, also managed by Marriott International, is located approximately 800 meters from the site. The Atyrau International Airport is located approximately 15 minutes from the city center and is served by a number of regional carriers. Meant for extended-stay travelers, Marriott Executive Apartments offer the comforts of home plus upscale hotel services, including around-the-clock staffing, housekeeping and laundry services. Each one and two-bedroom unit provides a fully equipped kitchen and dedicated work and relaxation areas. 
The Marriott Executive Apartments Atyrau will offer breakfast daily in the lobby resident’s lounge. Other amenities will include a fitness center, 24-hour room service, in-unit mini-bar and laundry/valet service.

BESIX enters Kazakhstan

A cooperation memo between Astana Real Estate and the largest Belgian construction company - BESIX was signed on July 27 for general contract work for the construction of a multi-functional complex in Almaty on Abai Avenue on the corner of Rozibakiyev. According to the design developed by the Belgian company - Buro voor Architecture, the structure will include residential and administrative buildings facing the Alatau mountains, as well as a trade house and modern infrastructure offering a number of services - such as restaurants, cafes, a hospital, kindergartens, a fitness-club and underground parking. The total size of the complex is planned at nearly 160,000 square meters. Construction will start in the spring of 2008. BESIX has completed construction projects all over the world, including West and East Europe, the Middle East, Africa, Libya, Mexico and the Caribbean Islands. It is also engaged in construction in numerous oblasts in Kazakhstan. The company’s annual revenue totaled EUR 1.5 billion in 2006. The company built the Conference Palace (Abu Dabi UAE), the Emirates Tower (Dubai, UAE), the European Union Parliament building, the European Council (Brussels, Belgium), the 40,000 seat Khalifa Sports Stadium for holding the Asian games in 2006 in Doha city (Qatar). Currently, BESIX is also constructing what is to be the highest building on the planet - Buri Dubai.

Yerliyevo-Kuryk Railway Construction scheduled

The Ministry of Transport and Communication held a meeting of the competition commission to appoint a concessionaire for a new Yeraliyevo-Kuryk Railway construction project, a ministry press release said. 
“The goal of the project is to provide for the flow of Kazakhstani oil to outside markets. During the Kuryk port development, the creation of an oil terminal with a 20 million ton annual capacity was planned. The port expansion, in turn, requires increasing the throughput capacity of the trunk railways that connect the port with oil deposits. Thus, it assumed that the Yeraliyevo-Kuryk railway will be a part of the Baku-Tbilisi-Ceyhan project, shipping oil from the Tengiz deposit to Iran, and in a number of other oil and gas sector projects,” the ministry press release read. The project is intended to expand national transit and export potential. The Yeraliyevo-Kuryk railway is 14.4 km long, and the forecasted project cost is KZT 7.6 billion. Construction is planned to start in December 2007.

EBD looking at Canal Project

The Council at the Eurasian Bank of Development has approved investments for evaluating feasibility reports for the construction of a new canal bridging the Caspian and Azovo-Black Seas. According to the council, Russian Industry and Energy Minister Victor Khristenko has been appointed as the council chairman, and Kazakhstani Industry and Trade Minister Galym Orazbakov has become the deputy chairman. The council also appointed Marat Dzhaukenov as the Chairman of the Administrative Board. Prior to the appointment, Dzhaukenov worked as the deputy chairman of HSBC Bank Kazakhstan. The Chairman of the Board of the Kazyna Sustainable Development Fund, Kairat Kelimbetov also participated in the council meeting. 
The council approved an annual report, a balance sheet and profit and loss statement for the year 2006, along with a report made by the bank’s revision commission. Deloitte & Touche was confirmed as an external auditor for 2006. The meeting also resulted in the approval of a proposal for the distribution of the bank’s profit for 2006.

Tajikistan increasing Electricity Exports to Kazakhstan

Each summer Tajikistan will seek to export up to 2.5 billion kilowatts of electrical energy to Kazakhstan. 
Prime Minister Karim Massimov made an announcement on these intentions during a briefing following a meeting with the Prime Minister of Tajikistan, Akil Akilov. "Today, during a meeting with Karim Massimov, we touched upon the use of Tajikistan’s electrical energy potential for the maintenance of electrical power to Kazakhstan. After putting Sangtudin Hydro Electrical Station -1 into operation, we have the opportunity to export up to 2.5 billion kilowatts of electrical energy to Kazakhstan during the summer period," Akilov said. 
"We have begun the construction of a electric power transmission line for this purpose, going between the south and the north of Tajikistan, which will further connect this line to the south, for the unobstructed transfer of electrical power," he explained. He noted, "Tajikistan renders all assistance for the attraction of Kazakhstani investments to the country." "The operation of the Adrasman Mining-Concentration Industrial Complex – represents a quite solid beginning for this process," Prime Minister Massimov said.
Astana Akim announces Construction of Several Dozens of Facilities

“Several tens of social, cultural sports and transportation facilities will be put in commission in Astana by July 6, 2008,” Astana mayor Askar Mamin told at today’s meeting of the state commission on the Astana development and construction chaired by PM Karim Massimov. “Pursuant to the President’s instruction on the left bank construction and protocol orders we intend to put in commission several tens of facilities, namely, Moscow business center, Beijing Palace, Saint Petersburg shopping center, Astana expo center, Khan Shatyry shopping and leisure center, Highvill residential estate by the 10th anniversary of the capital,” Mamin said.
Other sectors
Kazakhstan exports 9m tonnes of grain

Astana, 3 August: Kazakhstan exported 9m tonnes of grain and wheat, in terms of grain equivalent, from the 2006 cereals harvest, Kazakh Agriculture Minister Akhmetzhan Yesimov has announced. "Kazakhstan exported 9m tonnes from last year's harvest. This indicator is unprecedented for Kazakhstan," he said at an expanded-format meeting of the ministry on Friday [3 August]. At the same time, the minister gave instructions to find out more precisely how much grain was left over from last year's harvest. "Yesterday, I read a letter from the head of the union of grain processing industry workers and millers. The letter says that the left-over grain amounting to 2.7m tonnes - from last year's harvest - was exported in full. 
He says that the quantity of grain left is small and that millers cannot buy even such small quantities as 3,000-5,000 t, which may lead to sharp rises in the prices of bread and bakery products," the minister said.
Number of Kazakh mobile operator subscribers reaches 5m

The number of clients of GSM Kazakhstan has reached 5m people.

The management of GSM Kazakhstan made a statement today in Almaty that every third Kazakh citizen is a subscriber of either K-Cell or Active [the company's mobile services]. The number of clients of the leading mobile operator has exceeded 5m people. Berik Bekishev, a surgeon from Kyzylorda, became the fifth millionth client of the company. GSM Kazakhstan has promised to congratulate him in the nearest future.
 [Kuat Dombay, director of public relations of GSM Kazakhstan] This great achievement became possible thanks to great efforts made by the company, its advertising campaigns, which were conducted recently, and its services. Now you are witnessing it. 
The company reported that the number of its clients has been increasing by up to 10,000 people per day. K-Cell Kazakhstan plans to open 15 K-Cell Express centres across the country by the end of the year.
