MACRO-ECONOMICS and economic policy
Kazakhstan forecasts 2007 real GDP growth at 8.6% 
Kazakhstan’s Government and National Bank project Gross Domestic Product (GDP) in 2007 at 8.6%. GDP per capita is projected at $6,560. Fixed capital expenditures are projected to grow by 15%. Industrial sector growth is expected to reach 7.2% while farming output is forecast at 3.2%. The positive trade balance is expected to narrow, with exports at $33.3 billion and imports at $27.2 billion. The budget deficit is forecast to increase by 1.2%. Inflation in 2007 is forecast at 5% to 7%. 

Kazakhstan increases Direct Foreign Investments by 45.5%

 Foreign direct investment in Kazakhstan’s economy grew 45.5% in 2006 as compared with 2005. Total FDI 
 stood at $9.6 billion in 2006, compared with $6.6 billion in 2005, the Chairman of the National Bank Anvar
 Saidenov, told a press conference this month in Almaty.
 Fixed capital investments were up 10.6% in 2006 as compared with the year before. The funds of private
 companies (60.1%) and foreign investment (19.7%) made up the bulk of investment into fixed capital,
 according to Interfax-Kazakhstan.
Kazakh premier urges diversified economy during a meeting in Astana 

A meeting with the Kazyna Sustainable Development Fund was the latest in a series of meetings attended by the new KZ Prime Minister, Karim Masimov. The Kazyna foundation approved strategic directions for the next five years. To date, the foundation has invested around 1bn dollars in Kazakhstan's economy. Kazyna head Kayrat Kelimbetov said priorities will lay with the regional industrial policy, the realization of vital projects and attraction of trans-national corporations to investment and management, as well as with projects abroad.

A total of 37 industrial facilities have been commissioned since last year with the support of the development institutes. Among them are the first Kazakh satellite, KazSat, a textile factory in the south and several construction and food facilities. Currently, another 149 projects involving companies from the Kazyna fund, are awaiting their turn to be implemented. In total, they are worth over 4bn dollars. 

Bank TuranAlem may hold IPO before 2009
Bank TuranAlem is likely to consider expediting its IPO plans to fuel its ambitious growth plans. While many Kazakhstan banks are planning for IPO’s within the next year, Bank TuranAlem had previously stated that it does not intend to do an IPO until 2009. Nonetheless, the bank has already been working to prepare for the offering.  Already, the other two ‘Big Three’ banks in Kazakhstan have done significant GDR offerings in London. 

Alliance Bank to decide on IPO by mid 2007
Aggressive growth has led to market share increases. By the middle 2007, Alliance Bank will likely decide either to do an IPO or attract a strategic investor. If the bank does an IPO, it will sell nearly a 25% stake, most likely on the London Stock Exchange. Alliance Bank has been increasing its market share substantially. The bank gained 4.8% market share in the loan market and 2.9% in market share of deposits from individuals over the first 11 months of 2006. 

Insurance Premiums increase by 79.1%

The volume of insurance premiums in Kazakhstan reached KZT 120.2 billion as of January 1, 2007, which 
was 79.1% higher than the end of 2005, the Agency for the Regulation and Supervision of the Financial 
Markets and Financial Organizations (FSA) said. The volume of obligatory insurance premiums increased in 
2006 by 36.9% and totals KZT 17.8 billion, voluntary personal insurance premiums reached KZT 12.9 billion (a gain of 65.4%) and voluntary property insurance premiums - KZT 89.5 billion (93.3%). 
For the reporting period, cumulative assets of insurance organizations grew by 84.9% and reached KZT 135.5
billion, whereas cumulative ownership capital increased by 77%, up to KZT 80.2 billion. Total insurance reserves amount to KZT 67.6 billion. As compared to 2005, the volume of life insurance premiums collected in 2006 grew by 2.6 times, or up to KZT 3.7 billion, and the share of life insurance as part of cumulative insurance premiums reached 3.1% as of January 1, 2006 as compared to 2.1% of same period of 2005. 
Presently, there are 31 insurance organizations operating in the insurance payment guarantee system. As of the beginning of 2007, there were 40 insurance organizations operating on the basis of licenses issued by the FSA. There are also 12 insurance brokers and 33 actuaries in the market, according to Kazakhstan Today. 

Bank CenterCredit doubles loan portfolio in 2006 to $3.4 billion
In 2006, the loan portfolio of Bank CenterCredit increased the size of its loan portfolio by over 100% to $3.4 billion. Bank CenterCredit has targeted a balanced mix of large corporations, small- and medium-sized enterprises (SME), and individual people. 

The highly coveted retail sector loans made up a solid 36% of the bank’s loan portfolio, which the bank estimates as a 13% market share of credits given to individuals. The bank also estimates that it had a 17% market share in the rapidly-growing mortgage segment. 

Bank CenterCredit is the 6th the largest bank by assets in Kazakhstan. Through the first three quarters ending 30 September 2006, Bank CenterCredit earned 5.37 billion KZT, up 53% from 3.51 billion KZT in the same period in 2005. Over the 4 quarters ending 30 September 2006, the bank had an ROAE of 25.5%.

Kazakhstan plans to complete WTO Talks this Year

Kazakhstan will complete talks on its accession into the World Trade Organization during 2007, Kazakhstan’s government and the National Bank said in a joint statement published on January 26th. "2007 will see the completion of bilateral negotiations with all member countries of the working group responsible for Kazakhstan's accession to the WTO," the statement read, which addressed the country's economic and social policy targets for 2007. An action plan will be formulated to put in place a system to assess safety risks and control the quality of agricultural and industrial products, in compliance with international requirements as Kazakhstan prepares to join the WTO, the document said. Kazakhstan’s government will also continue implementing its 2006-2010 program for ensuring the sustainable development of the country's agricultural and industrial sectors, it said, according to Interfax-Kazakhstan. 
Real Estate Prices grow by 1.4-1.6 Times
Prices for accommodation jumped by 1.4 -1.6 times in January 2007 as compared to January 2006, according to the State Statistics Agency on February 9th. According to the agency, 1 square meter of new apartment was at KZT 131 thousand as of January 2007, and as compared to January 2006, increased by 38.8%. Meanwhile, prices for resold apartments were KZT 100.9 thousand per square meter in January 2006 which was 62.8% more than the year before, Interfax-Kazakhstan reported. 
General Affairs and External Relations Council, consisting of Ministers of Foreign Affairs from the EU Member States, met in Brussels on 22 January. 
The Council adopted a decision approving the conclusion of protocols to the Partnership and Cooperation agreement with Kazakhstan, extending the provisions of the agreement to bilateral trade in textiles. It also exchanged views on the external relations aspects of a package of energy and climate change measures proposed by the European Commission and stressed the need to diversify energy supply (source and type, transport routes); as well as strengthen energy relations with the EU's neighbouring countries and regions;

Environment
Kazakh greens urge government to restrict oil extraction in Caspian

The Caspian Sea is facing an environmental disaster. This statement was made during public discussions in Aktau. Local environmentalists say that the careless attitude of oil producing companies is behind such an unpleasant forecast. They urged the government to limit the extraction of oil.

Aktau environmentalists demand that oil extraction should be stopped in the Caspian Sea. They say it is necessary to carry out an independent survey of the impact of oil production on the environment. The environmentalists suspect that oil companies conceal the real scope of contamination. Therefore, the Greens suggested the government to limit off-shore oil production at least by half.

AGRICULTURE
Kazakh grain exports nearly doubled in 2006

Astana, 17 January: Kazakhstan exported 6.2m t of grain and flour in grain equivalent in 2006. "In 2006 we shipped 6.2m t of grain for export, including flour in grain equivalent," Anna Buts, director of the crop farming department of the Ministry of Agriculture, said in Astana on 17 January. According to Buts, 4.6m t of grain and 1.6m t of flour in grain equivalent were shipped for export in 2006. The export of grain and flour in 2006 is almost double the indices of 2005, when 2m t of grain and 1.3m t of flour were exported, Buts said.

energy & natural RESOURCES

Total oil and gas condensate extraction was about 65 mln tons in 2006, which is 5.5% percent higher then in 2005. 55 mln tons were exported which is 4.1% up, including 24.4 mln tons via the CPC pipeline, 15.6 tons via the Atyrau Samar and 2.2 mln via Atasu-Alashankou, 9.9 mln tons through the Aktau port, 2.4. mln tons via Orenburg refinery. 

Natural gas production was 27 bln cubic meters, which is 2.9 % more then in 2005.

Oil processing processed 11.7 mln tons, which is 4.6% more then in 2005. 

Kashagan production is postponed first from 2007 to 2008, and once again to 2009 -2010. Peak production at Kashagan is seen at 1.5 mln barrels per day, and will sustain its peak production for more then 10 years. 

In the next 10 years the development of oil and gas fields and other resources in Kazakhstan could attract usd 30 bln to the countru.

KMG actively seeking for opportunities to purchase some oil refineries in Europe and study building an oil refinery at Brody (Ukraine), near the Polish border.

The Chinese CITIC Group has made another step in Beijing’s race for foreign oil assets, having agreed to buy a deposit in Kazakhstan owned by the Nations Energy Co.  for usd 1.9 bln.

CAU-KAZAKH-PIPELINE 
Russian pipeline project attractive to Kazakhstan, says oil boss.
Economically, the Burgas-Alexandroupolis project is more attractive to Kazakhstan than any of the European oil transportation routes, the managing director of the Kazakh national KazMunayGaz oil and gas company, Kairgeldy Kabyldin, believes. "Odessa-Brody is being considered as a project that may reduce the load of the Bosphorus, but 'economically', this is not the best project. The best project is, of course, Burgas-Alexandroupolis proposed by Russia," he told journalists in Astana today. 

"Today, however, this (Burgas-Alexandroupolis project) is still at the stage of declarations and intentions. It is still unclear when it (this pipeline) will be built," Kabyldin said.

BMB Munai completes drilling of Dolinnoe-6
BMB Munai, Inc. has completed drilling of the Dolinnoe-6 well, which was spudded in August 2006 and is the third well drilled by the Company on the Dolinnoe field. The well was drilled to a total depth of 3,883 meters, through the full Middle Triassic layer, which was beyond the original estimated TD. Completion is expected to be completed by mid-February at which point it is anticipated that the well will be tested for up to three months. 

KMG considers purchasing Oil Refineries in Europe
KazMunayGas is considering an opportunity to purchase some oil refineries in Europe. President of KMG, Uzakbay Karabalin made this announcement on January 24th during an expanded meeting of the Samruk State Holding Company. The KMG President reminded attendees that in 2006, the company acquired assets in Tbilgas, and in December 2006, KazTransOil completed a transaction for creating a joint venture based at the Batumi Oil Terminal. "This became the first foreign oil transport asset open to Kazakhstan as an outlet to the ocean through the Black Sea port," he said. During the meeting, Karabalyn expressed his hope that the joint venture founded in 2006 at the Orenburg gas refinery would begin operation in 2007. "We are continuing the negotiation process with Gasprom, and we hope that the enterprise will start to function this year," he stressed.  Karabalyn also announced that the company is beginning its own investigation on the delay in the exploration at the Kashagan deposit and the growth of expenses that is taking place. "We have serious complaints to our contractors concerning a basic growth in expenses and the shift of the oil production schedule at the deposit," Karabalin announced. 
As was reported earlier, the timeline for the beginning of oil production at the Kashagan deposit had been postponed from 2007 to 2008 and during the summer of 2006, once again to 2009 – 2010.    
Kazakhstan signs Oil Export Route Memo
KazMunayGas announced this month that it had signed a memorandum of understanding with several international companies outlining a new export route for Kazakhstan’s oil, using tankers to transport the oil across the Caspian Sea. 

Kazakhstan is expected to become one of the world's top energy producers in upcoming years. However, the country is landlocked and now depends on Russian pipelines to deliver oil and gas to international markets. 
KazMunayGas said in a statement that the deal foresees using the planned-Eskene-Kuryk pipeline to carry oil to a terminal on the Caspian coast. There, tankers would take the crude to Azerbaijan for pumping into the Baku-Tbilisi-Ceyhan pipeline, which now carries Azerbaijani oil to a port on Turkey's Mediterranean coast. 
The route's initial capacity will be 25 million tons per year, which will later increase to 38 million, KazMunayGas said. The new Kazakhstan Caspian Transport System, or KCTS, project, worth an estimated $3 billion (euro 2.3 billion) is expected to be launched with the start of production at the giant Kashagan field in the northern Caspian in 2010-2011, KazMunayGas said. "The memorandum is the first step in setting up the KCTS for oil, which will further diversify hydrocarbon export sources," KazMunayGas President Uzakbai Karabalin said. 

Certain experts, however, have warned that there are insufficient tankers to meet Kazakhstan's production and say building a pipe under the Caspian is the only viable way to ensure that Kazakhstan’s oil and gas reaches international markets. The Chevron Corp. - led consortium; Tengizchevroil, developing the massive Tengiz field, and the Eni SpA-led consortium Agip KCO, which is developing the Kashagan field also signed the memorandum, according to BusinessWeek and Kazinform. 

Operations Update on Caspian Energy Inc
Aral Petroleum Capital LLP, in which Caspian Energy Inc holds a 50% indirect interest, has finished drilling its third exploration well, Zhagabulak No. 303, located in Kazakhstan. The well encountered roughly 70 meters of net pay at a total depth of 4,630 meters. Testing should take place by the end of the first quarter. Zhagabulak No. 303 is the side track well to the original well which was originally drilled to a depth of 5,430 metres before the rig’s surface equipment parted and the drill string was dropped, resulting in the loss of the original hole. The original well did have hydrocarbon shows. In other operations news, Aral has finished a workover on the producing well, East Zhagabulak No 213, but production is still unstable although it is expected to stabilize within a few days. East Zhagabulak No. 301 is shut in while operations are underway to retrieve wire line and logging tools from the well, which were dropped in the hole when the wire line parted during production testing operations. The East Zhagabulak No. 302 well is also shut in.

KPO completes Karachaganak-Chingirlau Gas Pipeline Construction
Karachaganak Petroleum Operating (KPO) has completed the construction of the 78 km Karachaganak-Chingirlau gas pipeline. The construction of this gas main was conducted in four stages, from 2002 to 2006 as part of KPO’s social programme. The total amount of investments given by KPO for this project was $6.5 million. The gas main covers the territories of the Burlin and Chingirlau region, and allows for supplying gas to eight populated settlements of the West Kazakhstan Oblast, which are; Zhanatalap, Karakemir, Uspenovka, Taldysai, Myrzagor, Aschesai, Shoktybay and Chingirlau. As a part of the project, KPO also allocated funds for building a gas distribution station, an operations base, and a radio mast, which will make it possible to operate the pipeline through automated systems. In addition, electrical transmission lines and a transformer sub-station was installed. The locally-based Kurylysgas was KPO’s general contractor for the project, according to Kazakhstan Today.
US reviews New Hydrocarbon Routes with Kazakhstan, Georgia, Azerbaijan and Turkey

On February 5th, a U.S. delegation arrived chaired by Daniel Sullivan, the assistant Secretary of State on economy, energy and business affairs. The purpose of his visit was to discuss alternatives to Russian energy transportation routes from Kazakhstan. “The U.S. is demonstrating a great interest in diversifying export streams from Kazakhstan, and there are many reasons for this,” Daniel Sullivan said during a press conference. Another member of the American delegation, the Principal Deputy Assistant Secretary of State for South and Central Asian Affairs, Steven R. Mann, said that the US firmly intends to prevent the construction of any pipelines to Iran or via its territory. Mr. Mann said that companies that attempt to implement similar projects will be subject to sanctions from the U.S. government). According to Sullivan, the high levels of congestion present within the Russian transport network are pushing consumers to look for new sources and alternative routes. Mr. Sullivan also stressed the strong interest on the part of the U.S. for the construction of a Trans-Caspian gas main (Karachaganak - Aktau - Baku).
Kazakhstan increasing National Participation in Oil and Gas Sector

The national program for increasing national participation in the oil and gas sector will include measures for increasing the role of Kazakhstani producers as well as training programs for developing local professionals and a national service industry. According to a press release from the Energy Ministry, the abovementioned areas will be of the highest priority for the national innovation development strategy. The press release also said, “The fulfillment of contractual obligations for the integrated utilization of natural reserves will be subject to strict control”. It said that priority issues would be the provision of monitoring of mineral resource utilization by competent bodies together with central and local executive agencies. An importance will also be placed on observing the execution of the obligations of natural resource users on the allocation of money for social infrastructure projects, the government program reads, according to Kazakhstan Today.

2011 Asian Winter Games in Almaty

2011 Asian Winter Games will be held in Almaty and will require $1.4 billion in investment. It is planned to allocate $722.2 million from the national budget for the construction and reconstruction of sports buildings. It is planned to spend $218.4 million from local budgets, and $480 million will be expected from investors to build the Olympic Village and the sports center for the mountain skiing ground. Over 800 sportsmen from 17 countries will participate in the games in Almaty. In addition, about 700 coaches, 1,000 representatives from the media, and 1,500 service personnel will participate in this event. The competitions will include 11 types of sports.

Kazakhtelecom to sell 89,500 common shares to pension funds in February-
Kazakhtelecom intends to sell nearly 89,500 of common shares via KASE in February. The sale of 4.6% of Kazakhtelecom (497,597 common shares), which began in the fourth quarter of 2006, was planned in two stages. The first stage was an open market subscription, accounting for the majority of the block. The second stage, which is scheduled for February, will be a sale of the remaining shares to pension savings funds. During the open market subscription, urban residents of Kazakhstan were the most active buyers. Public subscription for the shares was finalized in December of 2006. The price range was set at 25,000-33,000 tenge per share. Before the transaction, Kazakhtelecom’s major shareholders included Samruk Holding with 55.6%, Bodam BV with 16.9%, BONY with 10.2%, and Central Asian Industrial Holdings N.V. with 9.6%. Kazakhtelecom will face increasing competition if the government follows through with plans to open up the telecom markets in Kazakhstan. 

KZT 26.3 Billion allocated for Almaty Transport Infrastructure
The Almaty city transport load reduction program has been in implementation ever since 2005. KZT 26.3 billion was allocated for the development of transportation infrastructure. This amount was unprecedented over the last 10 years. Over the past year, 10.3 km of roads underwent major overhauls, 213 kilometers were subject to moderate repairs and 18.4 km were constructed. At present, the construction of four road junctions is underway in Almaty under the funding of the national budget, and another three crossroads are being built with the usage of private capital. KZT 8 billion was spent for the construction of the subway during the past year. The city akimat also began the implementation of the parking construction program. At the moment, 24 parking lots have been opened, and 39 more are being built, according to Kazinform. 

Railway Transport between Kazakhstan and China to reach 15 Million Tons
In 2007, the volume of transportation via railways between Kazakhstan and China will reach 15 million tons. The president of Kazakhstan Temir Zholy, Yerlan Atamkulov made a related report on January 22nd during the Collegium of the Ministry of Transport and Communications. "We are conducting active work with the Chinese railways on a further increase of the volume of transportation between Kazakhstan and China. In 2007, we signed agreements for the amount of 15 million tons,” Mr. Atamkulov said. Atamkulov added in 2006, the volume of transportation of goods via railway between Kazakhstan and the Peoples’ Republic of China totaled 13 million tons, or over two times more than during 2002, according to IA Trend, citing Kazakhstan Today. 

Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan sign memo on construction of new road to resort area

Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan have signed a memorandum on a project of construction of a section of the main road from the Kazakh city of Almaty to Issyk-Kul Lake in northeast Kyrgyzstan, the Kyrgyz 24.kg news agency reported on 2 February. The agency said the project was estimated at about 29.7bn tenge (about 230m dollars). Some 62 km of the 88-km road will pass through the territory of Kazakhstan. The road is expected to be built in two years, the agency said.

Almaty International Airport Capacity will surpass 2 Million Passengers following Expansion

The throughput capacity of the Almaty International Airport is expected to reach 2 million passengers following its planned expansion in 2010, the Akim of Almaty, Imangali Tasmagambetov said on January 31st during a public reporting meeting. Tasmagambetov explained that the investment project is already underway. "The construction of the $60 million, 4.5 km, second B3 category runway is being completed. The newly built structure is planned for commissioning in the second half of 2007. In addition, this year, we shall begin the construction of a modern international terminal, a hotel and a trading complex (at the airport)," Tasmagambetov said. "Based on calculations and marketing research conducted by leading foreign consulting companies, this project has been broken into three stages. Following the completion of the first stage in 2010, the throughput capacity of the new airport shall be 2 million passengers per year, at the second stage in 2015 it will total 4 million, and by 2020, it will be 6 million," the akim said, according to Kazakhstan Today.
Sayakhat and Sairan Stations to be moved outside City Center

The Sayakhat and Sairan bus stations will be deployed outside of the center of Almaty city by autumn 2007, Akim Imagali Tasmagambetov said on January 31st at a public reporting meeting. "These two stations, which long ago were situated in the suburbs of Almaty city, now following the city's expansion and development, are essentially located in the city center. Therefore, one and a half years ago, a decision was made to move these two bus-service stations outside of the city borders ". "In 2007, the stations will be removed, and the facilities will no longer function according to their original purpose," the akim said. "Following the reconstruction to be held at these stations, we are planning for them to be utilized as large modern trading complexes, keeping up with our priorities related to developing the service sector," Tasmagambetov added. "There are two bus-stations being built by investors in the eastern and western directions (sections of the city – KNL) as of today. We are certain that they will open them by autumn for operation," the akim emphasized.
Mr. Tasmagambetov added that there was no doubt that the construction of the Almaty metro will be finalized. "The financing questions have been resolved, and required amounts of funds are scheduled for the years ahead. The national budget has allocated KZT 20 billion for 2007. The first section of the underground will be commissioned in the first half of 2009. The implementation of this project is under the personal control of President Nursultan Nazarbayev," he said. The akim added that 200 km of roads are also subject to major overhaul in Almaty, according to Kazakhstan Today.

Kazakhstan allocating KZT 107.6 Billion for Sea Transport Development Program

KZT 107.6 billion will be allocated for developing the sea transport program in 2006-2012, out of this amount KZT 99.4 billion are from loans and KZT 8.2 billion came out of the national budget. According to the Ministry of Transport and Communication, the Sea Transport Development Program for 2006-2012 includes developing the sea trading fleet, port and service infrastructure, and the creation of a navigation management and sea rescue operations system. The Aktau Sea trading port expansion work is being conducted in a northward direction. It is planned that the implementation of the project will allow for increasing the throughput capacity of the port up to 23 million tons by 2010. In addition, the expansion of Bautino loading port and the construction of terminals for shipping equipment and construction materials will allow for increasing the throughput capacity of the Bautino port from 1 to 4 million tons. By the end of 2007, it is planned to finish the construction of the $12 million plant for repairing and servicing small ships. It is also envisaged to construct a ship repair and building plant at the Kuryk port at a total cost of $60 million, during 2007-2009. By 2012, the trading fleet is planned to consist of 20 tankers and 5 dry cargo ships, as well as 150 sea operation back-up ships, according to Kazakhstan Today.

President Nazarbayev signs Decree on Aktau Sea Port FEZ

President Nazarbayev has signed a decree on the expansion of the Aktau Sea Port Free Economic Zone from 227.1 hectares up to 982.3 hectares, Krymbek Kusherbayev, the akim of the Mangistau Oblast said at an akimat session. The Akim said that the president had already signed the decree on February 7th. He explained that the purpose of expanding the FEZ is maximizing the efficient use of the Aktau port to speed up the country’s involvement in world trade, to provide sustainable economic growth, to increase competitiveness of the economy and to decrease unemployment. The FEZ system includes preferential taxation provisions, customs allowances and other benefits for companies registered in the zone. 
The akim commented that the expansion of the FEZ was required to increase the capacity of the Aktau sea port. Experts have said that along with the development of the North-South transport corridor, which includes the Aktau sea port as a hub, an increase in cargo transit is forecasted along Asian-Pacific routes and the Persian Gulf – Iran - Caspian region – Russia as well as Eastern and Western Europe. 
In 2007, it is planned to place 15 new industries on additional territory in the zone oriented toward the production of competitive products. As was reported previously, there are three projects now being conducted in the FEZ, which are the Keppel Kazakhstan metal construction plant, the NefteGasTruba pipe plant and a fiber-glass pipe production plant.
