FINANCE, MACRO-ECONOMICS and economic policy
Astana plans Oil and Gas Training Center

Education and Science Minister Zhanseit Tuymebayev and Director General of Bateman Litwin Company Vladimir Bohachevsky have discussed the development of the technical and professional education center, Kazinform has learned from the Education and Science Ministry. 
The parties involved agreed to create the training-educational center in Astana for the preparation of highly qualified specialists for the oil and gas industry.
Construction increases 36% over 6 Months

From January through to May 2007, construction work exceeded KZT 250 billion in value throughout the country, or 36.5% higher than the same period of last year. 
The State Statistics Agency has reported that the majority of construction was conducted by private organizations. Foreign builders still hold 23%, with state companies making up only 0.5% of the total. 
Since the beginning of the year, nearly KZT 150 billion has been channeled into the housing construction sector.
Kazakhstan creating Ethics Code for Journalists

“A national code of ethics for journalism will be developed in Kazakhstan,” Culture and Information Minister, Yermukhamet Yertysbayev said yesterday at the OSCE Summit in Vienna. 
“We agree with the OSCE’s position, support it and believe that the development of a self-regulation mechanism to a large extent will improve the situation with the mass media in Kazakhstan”. 
“The acknowledgement of social commitments on the part of journalists will help to strengthen editorial independence, and help repair the partially-impaired credibility of the mass media during recent years,” Mr. Yertysbayev stressed. 
The minister added that for the further development and liberalization of an information sector, Kazakhstan will adhere to a democratic path, based on the protection of citizens’ rights and interests. 
“I am confident that we are on the right path. You and I are united by a desire to make Kazakhstan even more democratic, our information sector more open, and our mass media more free, contemporary and independent” he said.

Eni postpones Kashagan Production Again

During a session of the Management Committee on the Northern Caspian Product Sharing Agreement, Italian oil giant Eni presented amendment No 3 to its plan and budget for the exploration of the Kashagan deposit. 
Minister of Energy and Mineral Resources Bakhytkozha Izmukhambetov commented that amendment No 3 will lead to significant increases in the forecasted production expenses, and a postponement of oil production. 
“This is a very large project. If we start exploring the field, we will produce from 1.2 to 1.5 million barrels of oil per day, or 70 million tons per year. In the event of such a high production level, we must ensure maximally safe working conditions at the site for the workers,” the Minister said. 
He said that the period of commercial production at Kashagan has been postponed from 2008 to H2 2010. 
When the production starts at Kashagan, a portion of the extracted oil will be transported through the BTC pipeline.
Russia supports CPC Expansion contingent on Debt Resolution

“Russia agrees to expand the throughput capacity of the Caspian Pipeline Consortium (CPC), but only in the event that the debt problem is resolved,” Russian Deputy Prime Minister Sergei Naryshkin said live on Vesti TV on July 21. “We are surely interested in expanding the throughput capacity of the CPC, but we are stipulating that first, the CPC should cover all debts, and increase tariffs up to an economically reasonable level. Only after these occur, can we begin expanding the throughput capacity,” he said. 
The expansion of the CPC was touched upon by the President in May during the talks with the President of Russia held in Astana. Mr. Nazarbayev said that additional 17 million tons of the Kazakhstani oil was required for the Burgas-Aleksandrupolis oil pipeline. Mr. Putin had agreed to think over the proposal. 
Presently CPC is an unprofitable enterprise because the tariffs for pumping oil through the pipe total $24 per ton and the expense reach $70. Transneft said that the loss by CPC reached $5.5 billion for March 2007. And the Ministry of Industry and Energy of Russia believes that realistically CPC can pay out all the debts until 2014.
Arawak Exploration Well hits new Pool at Besbolek
Arawak Energy Corporation has announced success in its 100% owned Besbolek block in Kazakhstan. Exploration well No. 50 has discovered oil in a previously untested structure in the south of the block. 
The exploratory concept of the extension of the Upper Triassic paleo-flows into the down-faulted southern Besbolek block was confirmed by the drilling and testing of the exploration well. 
Open hole logs establish three hydrocarbon-bearing intervals. 
The primary oil accumulation was encountered in the upper Triassic sediments within the lower interval of 347 - 379 meters, with gross sand thickness of 33 meters and effective net pay of about 30 meters. 
On July 19, 2007, the well was perforated in the Upper Triassic interval, which resulted in a strong natural flow rate of 90 barrels of oil per day (bopd) on a 3 mm choke with 7 atm FTP.

Kazakhstan increasing Oil Production

Oil and condensate production in Kazakhstan reached 33.28 million tons from January to June 2007 exceeding the indicator in 2006 by 6.8%. Gas condensate production totaled 3.46 million tons (130.2% more than the same period of 2006). The Oil Information Agency reported that KMG has produced 4.68 million tons of oil and gas condensate during the last six months (100.2%). Other enterprises that include KMG’s participation produced 12.27 million tons of oil (105.4%). These companies include TCO – 6.72 million tons (111.3%), KazGerMunay – 1.48 million tons (107.3%), PetroKazakhstan Kumkol Resources – 1.73 million (96.3%), Turgai Petroleum – 1.78 million tons (105.0%). Other enterprises produced 16.32 million tons of oil (109.9%) including MangistauMunayGas at 2.83 million tons (98.4%), CNPC-AktobeMunayGas – 2.87 million tons (97.7%), KPO – 6.07 million (120.5%). Oil and gas condensate production on average totaled 5.24 million tons in June 2007, including 544,547 tons of gas condensate.

Kazakhstan interested in Croatian Oil Assets
Kazakhstan is interested in purchasing oil and gas facilities in Croatia, Kazakhstani President Nursultan Nazarbayev told a news conference on Thursday after talks with Croatian President Stjepan Mesic, who arrived in Astana on a working visit on Wednesday. 
Nazarbayev noted that he “expressed a request at the talks that the Croatian side should help in privatizing oil refineries and purchasing stocks of the gas and oil pipeline system”. 
He stated that “Kazakhstan possesses large deposits of oil and gas, and is interested in diversifying oil and gas pipelines in order to come to international markets”. 
He was referring to Kazakhstan participating in the integration of the Druzhba and Adria oil pipelines with an outlet to the Croatian port of Omisal. According to Nazarbayev, “Croatia displays great interest in developing business cooperation with Kazakhstan, but for this purpose, it is necessary to expand the legal framework, without which cooperation cannot be boosted”. 
The president stated that the two sides gave an instruction to the competent bodies of the two countries to draft a package of bilateral agreements in the near future on the mutual protection of investments, against double taxation as well as on the development of tourism and sports. 
In turn, Mesic stressed, “relations between the two countries have not reached a level that can be regarded as satisfactory”. “We can and must achieve more, which will be good both for Croatia and Kazakhstan,” he added.
Gas Production Forecasts plummet

Kazakhstan’s government has reconsidered its forecast for gas production, Bloomberg cited the Ministry of Energy and Mineral Resources as reporting on June 28. The ministry said that the country would produce 40 billion cubic meters of gas in 2010 - 31.2% lower than previously forecasted. The country plans the production of 70 billion cubic meters of gas in 2015, or 13.4% less than the previous estimations. The government said that the corrected forecast is related to the extreme load on pipeline capacities. However, Igor Solovyov, analyst at the Gas Industry Research Department of the Natural Monopolies Institute believes that this explanation was not convincing. 
“Until 2015, a very complex and expensive gas system construction project could be executed. In addition, in order to raise the export of gas, Kazakhstan might try expand the Central Asia-Center (CAC) gas main system,” he said. It is worth noting that despite a reduction in the production forecasts, the Energy Ministry has promised to actively develop pipeline projects. “To provide an energy supply from Kazakhstan, new export systems will be created, and the existing systems will be expanded,” Bloomberg reported. 
Meanwhile, East European Gas Analysis Director, Mikhail Korchemkin said that the most probable reason for reducing gas production forecast in Kazakhstan is an idea of being politically correct. 
“It is quite possible that Kazakhstan has removed surplus gas from the latest forecasts, in order to avoid promising to supply it to both the Russian and other gas mains,” he stated.
100% Participation in Batumi could increase National Competitiveness

An expert in Kazakhstan’s oil industry has stated that the country’s 100% participation in the Batumi oil terminal would increase the country’s competitiveness. Kazakhstan is close to finalizing the agreement on the acquisition of an additional 50% of the Batumi oil terminal, which would allow Kazakhstan to become the full owner. President of KazMunayGas, Uzakbay Karabalin, and Chairman of the Batumi oil terminal Yan Bondeh Nilsen, stated that by the end of 2006, an agreement on the creation of a joint venture between KazTransGas and Batumi oil terminal would be completed.“ 
“Kazakhstan will become a serious heavyweight in deciding disputed transit tariffs between Georgia and Azerbaijan,” the expert said. Over recent years, the transfer of oil and oil products via the Batumi oil terminal has increased by almost four times. The terminal is an essential part of the Trans Caucasus Oil Transporting Route. The largest oil and gas companies of the world, including ExxonMobil, Chevron, and BP are among its list of clients. Kazakhstan hopes to commence negotiations with Azerbaijan on an efficient tariff policy for the export of oil to the Georgian Batumi Terminal in the near future. 
Last June, 860,400 tons of oil and oil products were sent via the Batumi oil terminal as compared to 867,500 tons in June 2006. In May, 717,500 tons of oil were shipped. 
Some 4.7 million tons of oil were sent via the terminal in the first quarter of 2007. In 2006, a total of 9.7 million tons were shipped. The Batumi oil terminal is able to transmit 15 million tons of oil per year. The terminal services tankers with 30,000 or 90,000 deadweight in four mooring lines, including buoys for Aframax vessels. 
Presently the reservoir capacity of the terminal is about 530,000 tons, which is enough for transporting current and forecasted volumes being transmitted via the route.

Canal to link Caspian with World

It is a canal project that will put even the waterways of Panama and Suez in the shade. 
President Nazarbayev has set out proposals to dig a canal from the Caspian Sea to the Black Sea to foster trade between Asia and Europe. The Eurasia canal would stretch through the mountainous terrain of the Russian North Caucasus for 650 km (405 miles) to link the two seas. Mr. Nazarbayev has urged Moscow to back the plan and invited foreign companies to help to develop the project, which he estimated would take five years and $6 billion (£3 billion) to complete. 
If it succeeds in attracting investors, the canal would be four times longer than the Suez link between the Mediterranean and Red seas and eight times the length of the Panama waterway connecting the Pacific and Atlantic oceans. The President argues that the canal would turn Kazakhstan into a sea power and bring benefits to other countries in Central Asia, which are rich in oil, gas and mineral resources but short on transport links to world markets. He told a council of foreign investors in Kazakhstan that the project would be economically competitive as an export route for Central Asia and China because it would be 1,000 km shorter than an existing canal system based on the Russian Volga and Don rivers. 
Ships traveling from the Caspian to the Black Sea must go north up the Volga, then turn west into the Volga-Don Canal, southeast into the Don and on to the Azov Sea, which opens into the Black Sea. 
The Eurasia plan may not be as forbidding as it first seems. About half of the distance of the proposed canal is already covered by navigable reservoirs built by the Soviet Union. 
Mr. Nazarbayev first suggested the idea at an economic forum in St Petersburg, Russia’s second city, this month. He described the canal then as “a powerful corridor providing an outlet for the whole of Central Asia to the sea via Russia”. 

However, Russia is promoting an alternative plan to expand the existing Volga-Don route. The 101 km canal linking the two rivers was dug on Joseph Stalin’s orders by thousands of forced prison laborers and opened in 1952. Sergei Ivanov, the First Deputy Prime Minister, has urged foreign investors and neighboring states to join the improvement scheme, saying that the Russian Government would not pay the estimated $5 billion construction cost by itself. “Joining the concession will turn Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan, and Turkmenistan into maritime countries,” said Mr. Ivanov, the leading contender to succeed President Putin next March. 
A feasibility study has begun to see if water could pass from the Red Sea via a 200 km canal through Jordan and Israel to restore the shrinking inland waters of the Dead Sea. The 360 km Jonglei Canal in Sudan was designed to make better use of the Nile’s limited water. It was two thirds complete at the start of the 1983 civil war, when work stopped. Abandoned, it has become a hazard for game.
CNPC ends Pipeline Construction
CNPC has finished the construction of a pipeline with 20 million tons of throughput capacity per year from the Xingjian -Uighur Autonomous District (XUAD) to Lanchjou (the capital of the northwest Gansu province), a CNPC press release said. 
The pipeline is over 1.84 thousand km long and it will be used to transport not only oil but crude material to a large oil refinery based in Lanchjou from Kazakhstan. 
The Lanchjou based oil refinery’s throughput capacity is planned to be increased up to 10 million tons per year. In addition, another plant is under consideration in Lanchjou, with 600, 000 tons of ethylene production capacity per year. 
A trunk pipeline will be built from Lanchjou to the Sichuan province neighboring Gansu, reaching the city of Panchjou, where CNPC intends to build another oil refinery. 
The cumulative investments for building the Western Chinese trunk oil pipe from the Xingjian -Uighur Autonomous District (XUAD) will total CHY 15 billion ($1.98 billion).
Kazakhstan plans Bitumen Production

KMG will launch a high-grade bitumen production facility by 2009. The project has been in the design stage ever since 2005. The planned facility will be designed to produce bitumen in large amounts. 
Through the processing of 1 million tons of oil from the Karazhanbas deposit, 250,000 of road bitumen could be produced, covering 40% of domestic needs. The project cost is estimated at $50 million. Earlier research concluded that the oil being produced at the Karazhanbas deposit in the Mangistau Oblast would be the most appropriate for the production of bitumen. 
As part of the national transport strategy, nearly 50,000 km of roads are planned to be built and repaired. Currently however, Kazakhstan is suffering from a grave deficit of bitumen for the construction of roads. According to the Ministry of Transport and Communications, the production of bitumen in the country reached 350,000 tons per year. Presently there are only two enterprises producing bitumen in Kazakhstan, including the Pavlodar Petrochemical Plant and Bitumenobeton.
Last year, the two plants produced 64,000 tons of bitumen, which covers only 1/6 of the country’s needs. Kazakhstan’s major bitumen supplier today is Russia, which annually supplies over 300,000 tons of this product, at $300 per ton. For over a long time, the production of bitumen in Kazakhstan was hampered by price discrepancies: the cost of bitumen on the domestic market was lower than the price for oil on world markets. At the present time, oil producing companies would profit more by producing oil alone, rather than through processing it into bitumen.

A new EU-sponsored programme aimed at developing the Aktau port was

announced on 24 July.

The programme stipulates developing a general plan for extending the Aktau

port, including various measures aimed at strengthening the Aktau port's

strategic role in the Caspian region taking into account its unique

geographical location. The implementation of the project is another step by the EU to support the

Aktau port. Previous projects stipulated upgrading the general infrastructure of the port's ferry berths and training sea transport workers. As a whole, the EU will provide 1.5 euros as part of the new project and the

plan is to implement it in 18 months. The beneficiary of this project is the national state-run enterprise

Aktau International Sea Port.

Nabucco could transport Gas from Kazakhstan and Azerbaijan

Nabucco could transport gas extracted in Kazakhstan to Europe, Emre Engur, the head of the International Projects Department of the Turkish state-owned pipeline company - Botas said. He added that talks with Kazakhstani officials on bringing the latter into the project had already begun, but there has not been any progress as of yet. 
In addition, representatives from the Turkish Ministry of Internal Affairs stated that the Turkish authorities have proposed connecting the Azerbaijani Shakh-Deniz gas deposit with Block-1 in Turkmenistan during the first stage. The 4, 000 km long Nabucco will travel via Azerbaijan, Georgia, Turkey, Bulgaria, Hungary, Romania and Austria. Its construction is planned to start in 2008, and it will be commissioned in 2011. Throughput capacity is planned at 31 billion cubic meters per year, and projected project costs are EUR 5 billion.

Turkmenistan joining China, Kazakhstan Pipeline
Turkmenistan will join the 3,500-kilometer gas pipeline project planned by the China National Petroleum Corp and KazMunayGas, said Askar Balzhanov, chief executive of KazMunayGas Exploration & Production. The Astana-based KazMunayGas EP is 61 percent owned by KazMunayGas, Kazinform cited Thomson Financial as reporting. 
“There's a third party in the project, which is Turkmenistan,” Balzhanov told Thomson Financial News in London. The state-run CNPC is looking to acquire a gas asset in Turkmenistan, he said, declining to elaborate further. CNPC and KazMunayGas are currently conducting a feasibility study on the construction of a pipeline linking China and Kazakhstan. Based on initial plans, the construction will start next year, with the first phase of the project - which will give the pipeline a capacity of 10 billion cubic meters of gas - expected to be completed in 2009. The second stage will lift the capacity to at least 30 billion cubic meters by 2012. It is uncertain whether the entry of Turkmenistan will change the project's timetable,

Three new plants in Astana

Kazakh President Nursultan Nazarbayev took part in a ceremony to mark the start of construction of three new plants in Astana today. The president laid capsules in the foundations of a Nokian Tyres factory, a Nissan cars assembly plant and a General Electric locomotives assembly plant, an Interfax-Kazakhstan correspondent has reported.

The administration of Astana said that the investor of the project for building the General Electric locomotive assembly plant was the Swiss bank Credit Suisse International. The plant is expected to be commissioned in the third quarter of 2008. The volume of investment will be 78m dollars and 380 work places will be created at the plant. The Kazakh Ordabasy corporation is the investor of the project for producing Nokian tyres. It will invest 200m dollars in the project. The plant is expected to be commissioned in 2008 and to reach its projected capacity of 4m tyres a year in 2010. There will be 250 work places at the plant.

Earlier, the Astana mayor's office said that the estimated cost of the building of the Nissan cars assembly plant was 50m dollars. It will produce 30,000 cars a year. The first car will be produced in 12 months' time.
AktobeMunayGas plans Gas Refinery

Following the commissioning of the third Zhanazhol gas refinery, AktobeMunayGas expects that its growing amount of gas production will be utilized fully, thereby decreasing its harmful atmospheric emissions. 
The plant is considered to be a breakthrough project for the Aktobe Oblast, the General Director of AktobeMunayGas, Van Chunzai said during a June 28 briefing. Chunzai said that the construction of the plant started in 2005, and is a key structure for the recycling of gas. The refinery consists of three sections, and will provide for the processing of 7.19 billion cubic meters. Nearly $800 million was invested into the project. 
“Due to the positive investment climate in Kazakhstan, the joint stock company has made enormous achievements, and has turned into a flourishing company from an unprofitable enterprise. For comparison, oil production reached 2.5 million tons in 1997 but this year, we plan to reach 6 million tons,” Mr. Van Chunzai noted, adding that it had been ten years since Kazakhstan and China began their cooperation. 


Kazakhstan building Caspian Port

Kazakhstan plans to build a port on the Caspian coast to transport its crude oil to Baku-Tbilisi-Ceyhan pipeline, when the giant Kashagan oil field starts production, a top Kazakhstani energy official told Dow Jones Newswires on Thursday. 
Deputy Energy and Mineral Resources Minister, Bolat Akchulakov said on the sidelines of the Kazakhstan Growth Forum in London, that the construction and capacity of the planned port south of the town of Aktau will be decided after Kazakhstan concludes talks over its share of oil shipments through the BP PLC (BP)-operated pipeline. 
"We're hoping to start with 20 million tons (around 400,000 barrels a day) for the pipeline, which is the initial output at Kashagan," Akchulakov told Dow Jones Newswires, adding that Baku-Tbilisi-Ceyhan was only of one of the planned ways to transport oil from Kashagan. A BP spokesman said BTC could typically be in a position to receive 200,000 to 400,000 barrels per day of Kazakhstani oil without requiring additional investment. 
He said the BP-led Azerbaijani-Chirag-Guneshli fields can provide all of BTC's 1 million to 1.1 million barrels a day supply, but that capacity can be increased to 1.4 million barrels a day without further investment. 
"We can't depend on a single pipeline. It's an issue of the diversification of export routes for us, so that should something happen with one pipeline, we have alternative routes of transportation," Akchulakov said. 
The start of oil production at Kashagan has been delayed until 2010, for environmental and technical reasons causing tension between the government and the shareholders.
Ministry of Transport using New Technology for Highways
New German cement and concrete road cover technology will be used for the construction of the new Astana-Shchuchinsk highway, Ministry of Transportation and Communications has reported. 
The reconstruction of the 223 km, 6 lane highway started in 2006. According to the ministry, the cost per kilometer will total $3.7 million, and for a total of KZT102 billion. 
The new cover is being placed on two sections of the highway – the Astana-Shortandy and Mainsk-Shchuchinsk for a total of 96 km. 
According to a ministry press release, “the application of the cement-concrete has a number of advantages: road durability will increase up to 20 years and the cover will tolerate different temperatures. In addition, there is a possibility to use domestic raw materials for the production of cement and concrete“. 
The Astana-Shchichnsk highway is being designed for high-speed travel (up to 150 km per 1 h). The construction of road barriers is also planned, light equipment will be installed at road junctions and roadside settlements, and a electronic weather and traffic monitoring system will be installed.
Other sectors
The Choice launching Business Literature Publishing House

The Choice Company has announced that it is opening the first business literature publishing house in Kazakhstan. The project was initiated in association with the Russian publishing firm - Mann, Ivanov and Ferber, Kazinform reports. The first book to be published by the firm will be a book by the famous Russian time management consultant titled, Time Drive. The Choice Company plans to publish 5 additional books by the end of the current year. According to Managing Partner Raushan Bigzayeva, the financing of the first project stage amounted to USD 50 thousand. The publication of five other books will cost US $200 thousand. 
“The main operating concepts for the publishing house are the use of its books in everyday life, and their maximal availability in Kazakhstan,” Bigzayeva noted.

Almaty confirms Housing Development Program

The Housing Development Program for 2007-2008 has been adopted in Almaty. The purpose of the program is to provide housing, and safe and comfortable living conditions for city residents. 
The Almaty Energy and Utilities Department developed the program. The city budget will need to allocate KZT 88.7 million for its execution. It has been proposed to conduct systematic reforms in the housing sector, to renovate or reconstruct housing and create better conditions for the effective regulation of used houses. The program also includes an educational element for housing consumers, and another for the support of small and medium renovation enterprises. Particular attention is placed on improving municipal services. 
Today, there are 7,236 apartment buildings in Almaty, and 70% of them require extensive repairs.
