Kazakhstan to abandon PSAs but respect Current Deals

Kazakhstan announced it would abandon subsoil contracts favored by oil companies due to their liberal tax regime, a sign the Caspian nation is growing in its resolve to exert more control over its resources. 
Prime Minister Karim Masimov, speaking at a meeting with tax officials, said the new rule would apply only to newcomers, adding the government would remain committed to obligations stipulated in all existing production sharing agreements (PSAs). "For new contracts, we ought to eliminate production sharing agreements as a type of agreement," he said. "Kazakhstan will continue to fulfill its obligations for those contracts that have already been signed." Kazakhstan has been toughening its energy policy over past years, alarming investors who see its new-found assertiveness as part of the growing global trend of resource nationalism. 
"The government's declaration is in line with the recent trend observed in oil-rich emerging market countries of taking a more assertive stance towards the ownership of oil revenues," ING said in a research note. 
Kazakhstan's biggest oilfields such as Karachaganak and Kashagan are all being developed by Western oil majors and based on PSAs that provide the state with a portion of the output but fix their tax burden for the duration of the project. Tengiz, another key oilfield led by Chevron, is based on an alternative concession agreement which leaves all the output for the operator but allows the government to change tax levels over time. Masimov did not describe a type of contract Kazakhstan wanted to use with oil and metals companies from now on. Officials have said in the past that Kazakhstan wants to switch to an all-concessions system after parliament passes a new tax code in the second half of 2008. New fields include Darkhan, with oil reserves estimated at 11 billion barrels and comparable to that of Kashagan, as well as Satpayev, with 1.85 billion barrels in reserves and Isatai with 1.75 billion barrels. Masimov also said taxes should be increased for subsoil companies but reduced for firms operating outside the subsoil sector -- a move the government believes would help spur small and mid-size businesses and diversify the economy.
EBRD promises to invest more than US $1 Billion in Kazakhstan

The European Bank of Reconstruction and Development (EBRD) intends to invest more than US $1 billion in the Kazakhstani economy, and approximately half of this sum will be aimed at the banking sector, André Küüsvek, EBRD director in Kazakhstan said at a press conference in Almaty. EBRD‘s investments in Kazakhstan was approximately US 800 million in 2007. 
According to him, EBRD will continue executing a program for providing credit to small and medium-sized businesses in the country, and 5 Kazakhstani commercial banks will participate. 
In addition, Mr. Küüsvek said that in the second half of 2008, EBRD “will try to open the syndicated loans market for Kazakhstani banks.” He added that there is no banking crisis in the country, which is why Mr. Küüsvek doubts that any bank could go bankrupt this year. 
Moreover, EBRD is expecting to sign an action plan with the government for the development of the energy sector in the country, which includes 3 main segments: juridical issues, tariff regulations; and investments in electric energy production & energy supplies.

Aureos establishes a private equity fund for SME’s in Central Asia 

Last November, Aureos has established the Aureos Central Asia Fund (ACAsF), which will target investments in the small to mid-cap businesses in the region. ACAsF has raised US$50 million at its first fund closing, and will target a final closing at US$100 million by June 2008. The fund is an initiative of Aureos Capital, a leading private equity fund management company specialising in investing in small to mid-cap businesses through regional funds across Asia, Africa and Latin America. The fund will seek to make investments of between US$2 million and US$10 million and will look for investment opportunities in the financial sector, fast moving consumer goods, service companies to the oil & gas sector, logistics and distribution, telecommunications and pharmaceuticals. Apart from Kazakhstan, the fund will actively be looking for investments in Azerbaijan, the Kyrgyz Republic, Georgia, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan. The fund has an office in the Nurly Tau Business Centre in Almaty, and has plans to open an office in Baku, Azerbaijan, later this year.

Nicolas Sarkozy to visit Kazakhstan in 2009

President of France Nicolas Sarkozy will visit Kazakhstan in the beginning of 2009, French Prime Minister Francois Fillon reported at a press conference in Astana. 
"We hope the arrival of President Nursultan Nazarbayev to France and that of Nicolas Sarkozy to Kazakhstan in the beginning of next year will lead to the signing of the agreement on strategic partnership between the two countries," Mr. Fillon said at a briefing following negotiations with Prime Minister Karim Masimov. 
"We welcome the fact that Kazakhstan will be OSCE chairman in 2010. Kazakhstan will become an example in the region on the formation of a lawful state. France is ready to develop cooperation with Kazakhstan," he emphasized. He reminded reporters France would become European Union chairman in the second half of 2008. "The European Union wishes to develop a dialogue in Central Asia, and in particular, with Kazakhstan. We should take advantage of our presidency in the European Union to continue the establishment of the close relationship that was started last year. During the presidency, we will pay special attention to regional security and energy issues," Fillon added.
Deutsche Börse AG (Germany) and KASE sign MOU

The Kazakhstan Stock Exchange (KASE) and Deutsche Börse AG signed a Memorandum of understanding. Deutsche Börse is an operator on the Frankfurt Stock Exchange. The Deutsche Börse AG delegation included Managing Director Rainer Riess, Senior Vice President, Head of Russia and CIS Business Development Department, Jochen Biedermann, Senior Vice President for Money Market Development, Albrecht Burger and VIP-Clients Manager, Russia and CIS Business Development Department, Evgenia Kosilova. President of the KASE Azamat Zholdasbekov, First Vice President, Idel Sabitov, vice presidents Bulat Babenov and Andrey Tsalyuk, and Chief of the International Relations Department Amina Turgulova participated in the meeting on behalf of the KASE. 
Deutsche Börse AG officials acquainted themselves with the current conditions on the organized financial market in Kazakhstan and made a presentation to the KASE administration. 
During the meeting they agreed to exchange experience between experts from the KASE and Deutsche Börse AG, as a part of the signed memorandum.

Saidenov forecasts Increase in Cost of Credit Resources

The National Bank expects a significant decline in external borrowings by second-tier banks, which could lead to an increase in the cost of credit resources, Chairman of the National Bank Anvar Saidenov said in a meeting attended by President Nursultan Nazarbayev on February 14. 
“In general, the National Bank will continue pursuing its monetary-credit policy, aimed at ensuring price stability in the country,” he said. In case the situation deteriorates on the internal and external capital markets, there is a possibility that existing minimum reserve requirements could be reduced. 
In addition, the bank will refrain from providing large long-term direct aid to the banks. According to Mr. Saidenov, appropriate measures for a quick response to situations that threaten the financial stability will be developed. Mr. Saidenov said implementation of solely monetary tools could lead to a slowdown of economic growth. According to the Ministry of Economy, consumer lending increased by almost 20 times in 2007 compared to 2003. Total bank credits grew by 54.7% to KZT 7.2 trillion last year. The money supply grew by 25.5% in 2007 compared to a 78.1% growth in 2006.
Kazakhstan and Canada round off WTO Accession Talks

A protocol on the completion of bilateral negotiations between Kazakhstan and Canada on Kazakhstan’s joining the World Trade Organization (WTO) was signed yesterday. Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary Ambassador of Canada to Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan Margaret Skok and Vice-Minister of Industry and Trade of Kazakhstan, Special Representative of Kazakhstan for WTO negotiations Zhanar Aitzhanova signed the protocol. “The talks were completed to mutual satisfaction. Canada expressed interest in access to meat and milk, the alcoholic beverage and tobacco markets of Kazakhstan as well as architecture, engineering, construction, finance, energy services,” Zhanar Aitzhanova stressed.

Kazakhstan plans to join WTO in 2009

Kazakhstan plans to join WTO in 2009, Vice Minister of Industry and Commerce, the special representative of Kazakhstan for WTO negotiations, Zhanar Aytzhanova informed journalists following a signing ceremony for the protocol on the completion of bilateral negotiations with Canada, the agency reports. 
"We plan to finish all bilateral negotiations in 2008 and if everything goes according to plan that Kazakhstan has, next year we will be able to finish multilateral negotiations," Aytzhanova said. 
Kazakhstan needs to finish bilateral negotiations with five countries: the US, the European Union, Australia, India and Mongolia.

French PM invites Investment from Kazakhstani Businesspeople

French Prime Minister Francois Fillon, currently on a visit to Astana, has called on Kazakhstani businesspeople to invest in his country's economy. "I propose Kazakhstani investors to take an interest in France, which is growing increasingly dynamic. We are ready to cooperate with you," Fillon told a news conference following talks with Prime Minister Karim Masimov. "One in a dozen liters of oil and one in 12 tons of uranium France consumes are supplied from Kazakhstan," the French premier said. "Our economic relations are developing successfully and have great prospects," according to RIA Novosti.

Kazakhstan becoming an Important Global Oil Player

According to Fitch Ratings experts, one of the positive factors of Kazakhstan’s stable rating is rich oil reserves in the country. Director of Fitch's Industrials team Angelina Valavina has given her comments on this issue. Oil production rate is growing dynamically in Kazakhstan. Kazakhstan is ahead of Russia by these indicators. From 2000 to 2006 growth rates totals 11.5% on average. At present, oil production rate in the country equals 1.4 million barrels per day. This rate is not very high compared to world oil producing countries. But the administration of Kazakhstan intends to increase oil production to 2 million barrels per day in 2010 and to 3.5 million barrels per day by 2015. And if this program for increasing oil production is executed, Kazakhstan will reach Kuwait’s level. Thus, Kazakhstan is becoming an important player on the world oil industry. Kazakhstan is facing the same difficulties as is the world oil industry in general, firstly, in terms of operational costs for production and exploration. Another problem is a slowing down of the replenishment of reserves and production rates on the part of a number of companies. Other difficulties are very high expenses for investments and their funding. Secondly, there are fewer possibilities for an acquisition in exploration and production fields. This is why most companies participate more actively in refining. Thirdly, large volumes of oil production are expected from several fields, which are developed by western companies.  Thus, the state will try to increase its share in these fields. According to Fitch, this will have both advantages and disadvantages. An increase of state support and state guarantee for the debts of these companies are the advantages. A more stable operational environment and more favorable tax regime are possible. Negative factors, which can take place, are inefficiency of production with the increase of state control, and a decrease in transparency.

Kazakhstan plans to produce 70 Million Tons of Oil in 2008

Kazakhstan intends to cross the 70 million ton production mark in 2008, Sauat Mynbayev, minister for energy and mineral resources said at the session of the ministry on February 7. Mr. Mynbayev said oil refining would increase by 500,000 tons and reach 12.5 million tons. In addition, the minister stressed the need to modernize all three Kazakhstani refineries and added, “Probably one more plant may need to be constructed.” According to the ministry, in all, oil and gas condensate production grew by 3.7% and reached 67.2 million tons. More than 12 million tons were processed.

TCO to Transit 13 Million Tons of Oil by Railway

Tengizchevroil has begun the construction of a branch line connect the Tengiz field with the district center of Kulsary. The total length of the railway is about 100 kilometers. Construction is scheduled to be completed in 2009. The main reason for the construction is the overloading of the existing line. Due to the introduction of the second generation plant, oil production at the Tengiz field will rise gradually from the existing 14 million tons per year to 25 million tons. 5 million tons of oil will be sent to consumers by rail this year, and this should reach 13 million tons by the end of 2008.

Gazprom to supply 360,000 Tons of Oil Quarterly to China via Kazakhstan
GazpromNeft plans to supply 150 thousand tons of oil in the first quarter of 2008 through the Atasu-Alashankou pipeline via Kazakhstan, and to increase supplies to 360 thousand tons of oil per quarter starting from the second quarter, RBC reported citing a company press release. However, although Kazakhstan had arranged for the transit in January, it has not given permission for February as of yet. It has given permission to other suppliers though, according to Capital Trend. TNK-VR is also exporting oil via Kazakhstan. It is scheduled to transport 500 thousand tons of oil in the first quarter of 2008. 
However, according to the schedule confirmed by KazTransGas, it will transport only 300 thousand tons of oil. The deal to export up to 5 million tons per year of Russian oil to China via Kazakhstan is a part of a protocol on bilateral transit signed between Kazakhstan and Russia at the end of November 2007.
Large Gas Find in Almaty Oblast

A large gas field has been discovered in the Almaty Oblast, the Zhetysu Social-Business Corporation administration has reported. According to estimates the field has gas reserves of up to 15 billion cubic meters. 
Investors will be brought in for the field development, the SBC says. At present, experts are conducting a technical and economic assessment of the project. SBC stated it plans to use the gas for meeting domestic demand as well as to sell it to China. Kolzhat is also rich with proven coal reserves of 850 million tons. 
The plans for Zhetysu include the construction of the Almaty-Kapchagai and Almaty-Khorgos railway. Two investors have already expressed interest in these.
Kazakhstan to increase Gas Production to 114 Billion Cubic Meters in 2020

Kazakhstan intends to increase gas production from 29.6 billion cubic meters in 2007 to 114 billion cubic meters in 2020, President of KazMunaiGas Uzakbai Karabalin said on February 26 at a government session. 
"According to forecasts, the extraction of crude gas will increase," Mr. Karabalin stated. At the same time, gas production will grow from 12.9 billion cubic meters in 2007 to 30 billion in 2020," he said. It is expected gas consumption will increase in Kazakhstan from 13.3 billion cubic meters in 2007 to 18.7 billion in 2020," he said. 
He stated that to reduce the country’s dependence on external gas supplies to the southern regions, the construction of the first line of the 5 billion cubic meter per year Beyneu-Bozoy-Samsonovka gas main will be completed in 2011. "The resource basis for meeting gas demand in the south include the large gas deposits of the Aktobe, Atyrau and Mangistau oblasts, as well as the expected resources from the Kazakhstani and Turkmenistani parts of the Caspian shelf," Mr. Karabalin said.

Kyrgyzstan to set up JV with Kazakhstan for Construction of Second Gas Pipeline

Kyrgyzstan intends to set up a joint venture with Kazakhstan for the construction of a second gas pipeline, according to the Ministry of Industry, Energy and Fuel Resources. Kyrgyzstan had made an attempt to build this pipeline during the soviet era; however, the project was shelved due to lack of funds. The country has only one gas pipeline, which is connected to one pipeline in Kazakhstan. This could cause serious problems for Kyrgyzstan. 
In case of any toward incident, the pipeline could be closed and the gas supply to the northern part of the country could come to a halt. However this project can now turn into reality with the help of foreign donors. Asian Development Bank has announced its intention to invest up to US $50 million in the project. However, the estimated cost of the project is US $124 million, and Kyrgyzstan is seeking the help of some other investors with the help of ADB. Some Kazakhstani investors could also invest into the project as it is considered to be advantageous to Kazakhstan also in terms of improving the gas supply and minimizing the possibility of a breakdown in the system. The 120-kilometer long pipeline will pass partly through Kazakhstan and its both sides will join the neighbors’ gas pipelines. The ministry stated the negotiations would begin soon.

Kazakhstan could face Earlier than forecasted Energy Deficit

Kazakhstan may face a real electrical energy deficit earlier than forecasted, according to Galimdzhan Mukhamedzyanov, the deputy chairman of the Board on Investments and Development at the Ekibastuz State District Power Station-2 “As forecasted, Kazakhstan could face an electrical power deficit by 2012, however, the present situation shows this deficit will happen much earlier,” he stated. 
He said industry growth in 2007 exceeded 10% in the country, while the development of electrical energy lagged behind. He said it could be a serious obstacle for the further development of the country. 
“Every day our consumers are demanding additional energy, and the deficit is well noticed now,” he said. 
According to Mr. Mukhamrdzyanov, the country will be short of 0.4 billion kilowatt-hour by 2012. Demand is growing not only in Kazakhstan, but also in Russia. “We are talking about the necessity to construct 3rd and 4th energy units, but we cannot complete the first stage earlier than 2012, because production sites of the plants, which will produce the main equipment, will be occupied.” The construction of the unit #3 had been scheduled to be competed by 2011, however, owing to the situation this date has been moved to 2012. The unit #4 will be launched in 2016.
Country’s Power Plants 60% depreciated

Equipment depreciation at power plants in Kazakhstan amounts to almost 60%, Yerlan Upushev, chairman of the board at Samruk-Energo said to journalists on February 1 in Astana. 
“As of today, the difference between the planned and actual power generated at the plants is more than 4,000 megawatts. And this number is likely to rise every year,” he said. 
According to him, this loss can be attributed primarily to the depreciation of the plant’s equipment calculated at 60%. The Kazakhstani economy cannot grow at a fast pace without the construction of new power plants, modernization, and reconstruction of the existing plants. “In the last 15-16 years, no new power generating stations have been introduced,” Mr. Upushev said.

Kazakhstan to construct Western Europe - Western China Transport Corridor

Kazakhstan will begin construction of the transport corridor between Western Europe - Western China in 2008, President Nursultan Nazarbayev said in his annual address to the nation in Astana on February 6. 
He said the construction and repairs on the road Astana - Borovoye, Almaty-Horgos and the Almaty ring road would continue this year.
First Phase of Almaty Metro to be launched in 2009

In 2007, about KZT 20 billion allocated from the national budget for the underground metro project was utilized, Almaty Akim Imangali Tasmagambetov said in a public meeting. According to akim, work on the tunnel portion will be completed within 2 months. “We will undertake the renovation of 5 stations now, and renovate the remaining two stations in the beginning of 2009. In the first section, an 8-kilometer long rail will be put into operation in July 2009,” the Akim said. Mr. Tasmagambetov said there are 500,000 cars in Almaty, although the streets are not designed for even half that number. “KZT 105.8 billion, including KZT 83 billion of budget funds was allocated for revamping the city transportation system in the past two years. These funds were used for the construction of 11 flyovers, forming three streets, and for the repair of 630 kilometers of roads, not including asphalting lots. The construction of the 10-kilometer long eastern circuit road has began,” he said.

Hyundai to supply Carriages for Almaty Metro

Akim Imangali Tasmagambetov and Yong-Hoon Lee, the president of Hyundai Rotem have signed an agreement for the supply of carriages for the Almaty Metro. As per the agreement, 28 carriages will be received in May 2009. According to the Akimat PR Department, the deal is valued at US $86.5 million. 
The supplier was determined following an open tender on December 12, 2007. 
During a meeting, the Korean delegation assured their partners of the quality of their product, and guaranteed timely supplies. "We will make every effort so that the citizens using the metro will experience the convenience and comfort of our product and evaluate the choice at its true worth," Mr. Lee said. He added this is the first joint project with Kazakhstan for the company.

GE and Kazakhstan in joint Locomotive Project

General Electric will start production of new diesel-powered locomotives in Kazakhstan before the end of the year, its local partner said. 
GE and Kazakhstan Temir Zholy will finish the construction of a $125 million plant by mid-2009 to produce Evolution Series models this year, and invest more than $600 million in production equipment, the Kazakhstani firm said. The plant will help Kazakhstan, a rapidly growing oil economy and a country that is the size of Western Europe upgrade its Soviet-era railway vehicles as it aspires to become a major transportation hub linking Asia and Europe.

Construction of New Cement Plant to begin in Spring

The construction of a new cement plant is scheduled to begin in spring in the Ortabulak village of the East Kazakhstan Oblast. “The plant will open up about 500 jobs. It will be the second cement plant in the Zharma region. Each will produce up to 1 million tons of cement annually. The state invested US $175 million into the project the oblast akim’s office said. According to the press release, the state has invested about US $80 million for the construction of a second plant in Shar town which will be launched in the autumn of 2008. 
“The cost of cement will come down by 30%. This drop in cost is associated with the presence of the Shar-Ust-Kamenogorsk railway line nearby, which will enable products to be transported to the Kazakhstani market,” according to the oblast akimat.
EADS signs US$ 1 Billion MoU with Ust-Kamenogorsk Titanium-Magnesium Plant

A Kazakh company will supply titanium for EADS, the European aerospace group, in a deal estimated at $1 billion, officials said. A memorandum of understanding was signed as part of a visit by French Prime Minister Francois Fillon to the Central Asian nation, the world's third largest producer of titanium sponge. 
The deal reflects growing competition between EADS's plane-maker Airbus and rival Boeing for supplies of titanium -- a resistant and lightweight metal which is in demand to help build fuel-efficient jetliners. 

Russia's VSMPO-Avisma, the world's largest titanium producer, signed a supply deal also worth around $1 billion with Boeing in December. Friday's deal calls for the Ust-Kamenogorsk Titanium-Magnesium Plant of Kazakhstan and its French partner, metals firm Eramet, to supply Airbus. 
Eramet's Aubert & Duval subsidiary and UKTMP are setting up a joint venture, to be named UKAD, with an initial investment of 40 million euros ($57.97 million). An aide traveling with Fillon said the deal was worth 850 million euros spread over 12 years. Titanium is in demand in the aerospace industry to produce tough but lightweight alloys and to supply increasing production of wide-body aircraft with higher titanium content. 
The next generation of single-aisle jets seating 100 to 200 passengers is also expected to feature more of the metal. Boeing and Airbus are expected to offer new aircraft in this category from the middle of the next decade. 
In Paris, EADS said in a statement it had also signed a memorandum of understanding with the Kazyna Sustainable Development Fund for a strategic partnership in the development of the aerospace industry and related services in Kazakhstan,

Other sectors
Dutch AFEW launches Access HIV/AIDS Project

At present, there are 9,379 HIV-positive people registered in Kazakhstan. Dutch non-governmental organization -- AIDS Foundation East-West is launching large innovative project called Access, which is designed to wage the combined battle against HIV/AIDS and tuberculosis, a February 21 announcement in Almaty said. The new program is designed to last for three years. Its total cost is estimated at EUR 6.8 million. It is aimed at improving access to medical services for psychologically vulnerable social groups. Particularly, these are sex-industry workers, intravenous drug users, prisoners and immigrants. 
International practice shows that increasing the quantity and quality of support services for socially vulnerable groups together with state agencies, along with the establishment of a legal basis makes it possible to significantly decrease the spread of the disease, project organizers said. 
The project has been previously launched in Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan and Uzbekistan

First Hi-Tech Blood Bank Inaugurated in Karaganda

The first hi-tech blood bank was opened in Kazakhstan under the Karaganda Center for Blood Transfusion, Karaganda Oblast Akim Nurlan Nigmatullin reported. According to the akim, the new department includes an information center, a cryostorage facility, low temperature cameras and plasma quarantine units. “We received approximately KZT 143 million from the local budget, which we spent for purchasing state-of-the-art equipment. This blood bank will hopefully reduce the possibility of the transmission of infectious diseases through donated blood,” Mr. Nigmatullin said. “This is the first step, and we have further plans to open a new blood center in the oblast.
Kazyna creating Uniform Medicine Distribution System

The Kazyna Sustainable Development Fund has initiated the creation of a uniform automated medicine distribution system for state medical institutions, Vice Chairman of the Board Kairat Aytekenov reported on Monday. "By the initiative of Kazyna, a feasibility report on the creation of a uniform automated medicine distribution system for state medical institutions is being developed," Aytekenov said. 
"The expected effect is a reduction in the cost for medicines purchased by the state, a decrease in dependence on imports, an increase in domestic production and an automation of control," he explained. 
Mr. Aytekenov said the project was being conducted together with the Ministry of Health based on Malaysian experience.

Kazakhstan plans to Expand Sown Areas

Minister of Agriculture Akhmetzhan Yesimov has said Kazakhstan would increase grain production connected with growing world demand. In order to accomplish this, he said, sowing areas needed to be expanded, including through the use of long-fallow and reserve lands. According to expert estimates, Kazakhstan has at least 8 million ha of unused cultivable land, which is in particularly suitable for grain. 
Mr. Yesimov also appealed to agricultural producers to actively adopt resource-conservation technology, which has presently been introduced on 28% of the land plots sown with agricultural crops.
